Airbus

A320 family

On 30 August, the Airbus A320 family reached the mark of
10,000 deliveries. An Airbus A321 with MSN 10000 was already
delivered to MEA -Middle East Airlines back in October 2020,
but the deliveries not always follow a numerical sequence
and not all MSNs have been built. As of 31 August 2021,
Airbus has delivered: 80 A318s, 1,484 A319s, 4 A319neo0’s,
4,753 A320s, 1.306 A320neo0’s, 1,779 A321s and 597 A321neo’s.
9,125 of these aircraft still exist as of today (7.220 in active
service and 1,905 in temporary storage or in maintenance/
conversion), 822 aircraft have so far been broken up, while
56 aircraft have been written off in crashes and incidents.
Airbus has outstanding orders for 5.667 more Airbus A320
family aircraft.

Boeing

737 MAX

During the last month three more countries have lifted
the ban on the Boeing 737 MAX. On 26 August 2021, India’s
aviation authority, the Directorate General of Civil Aviation
(DGCA), ungrounded the MAX, which had been grounded
since 13 March 2019. On 20 April 2021, a revised order was
published by the DGCA, allowing the aircraft to overfly Indian
airspace. But, from 26 August 2021 onwards, the 737 MAX
may land (and take-off again) at airports in India as well. The
approval of the MAX in India will potentially benefit Spice-
Jet’s operations. The airline, with thirteen such aircraft in its
fleet, is currently the only MAX operator in the country.

One week later, on 2 September 2021, the Civil Aviation
Authority of Malaysia (CAAM) also recertified the Boeing 737
MAX. The CAAM made its decision following a review of US
Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and Boeing publica-
tions on the MAX’s return to service. The agency has also
released a new safety directive for Malaysian and foreign
MAX operators.

Four days later, on 6 September 2021, Singapore lifted the
ban on the 737 MAX. Boeing’s latest narrowbody will now be
able to return to service as soon as all aircraft changes and
crew training is complete. Singapore Airlines - who took over
the 737 operations from SilkAir - has currently six 737-8 in its
fleet and orders for 31 more.

So at the moment this issue of Scramble was compiled (last
Saturday of September) around 175 countries have recerti-
fied the 737 MAX . China is the biggest aviation market still
to let the 737 MAX resume flights. In total Chinese airlines
have ordered 300 MAX variants and have Letter of Intents
for around 200 more. Until recent years, one quarter of all
planes Boeing built went to China. But an ongoing trade war
between China and the United States saw Boeing’s deliver-
ies into China dry up. China is also putting a lot of emphasis
on supporting homegrown aircraft manufacturer COMAC.
So probably not all reasons of the Chinese Aviation Authori-
ties to delay the recertification of the 737 MAX are related
to safety.

787

Early September, the Wall Street Journal reported that deliv-
eries of new Boeing 787 Dreamliners may remain halted until
the end of October, as the FAA has rejected Boeing’s recent
proposal to inspect them. Deliveries of the 787 have been sus-
pended for a second time since May this year. The first time
deliveries of the 787 were halted was between November
2020 and March 2021, after Boeing had spotted manufactur-
ing problems on the connection of a portion of the long-haul
fuselage on the horizontal stabiliser. Deliveries were halted
again in May 2021, this time to transmit additional informa-
tion to the FAA. The FAA confirmed on 12 July that some
undelivered Boeing 787s have a new manufacturing quality
issue the company needs to fix before shipment.

According to the Wall Street Journal, Boeing and the FAA
have a disagreement on how to check the aeroplanes already
manufactured. Boeing proposed to have the FAA inspect
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three fixed aircraft but the FAA said that this number was
too low to assess if the fix was good enough.

Boeing CEO Dave Calhoun said at the end of July that he had
around 100 planes in stock, less than half of which would
probably be delivered within the year. The FAA has said that
the agency continues to engage with Boeing and will not sign
off on the inspections “until our safety experts are satisfied.”.
A Boeing spokesperson said the company was committed to
providing full transparency with regulators and working
with the FAA through the rigorous process to resume 787
deliveries.

The continued halting of B787-deliveries is a risk to Boeing
as it means more customers could now “walk out” of their
contracts without penalties due to the late delivery of the
aircraft. It also means the manufacturer’s cash-flow contin-
ues to be impacted.

777 Conversion Freighter

Converting older Boeing 777 aircraft to freighter has become
a very popular activity recently. Already in October 2019 -
long before COVID-19 and the current air cargo boom - lessor
giant GECAS together with Israeli conversion specialist IAI
Bedek launched the 777-300ER Special Freighter, which is a
full freighter conversion based on the 777-300ER and mar-
keted under the name “Big Twin”. Progress on this conver-
sion is going well and in Manufacturers News of issue 508 we
mentioned that the development process has ended and that
the structural and modification phase has now started, which
means that work on the first aircraft has begun.

The first 777-300ERSF will be MSN 32789 / Line # 508, former
A6-EBB and delivered to Emirates in 2005. After almost
fifteen years of faithful service, the jet was officially with-
drawn from passenger use in February 2020. GECAS repos-
sessed the leased aircraft from Emirates and reregistered it as
OE-IHW and then N557CC. The conversion process will take
approximately 130 days, at the end of which the passenger
aircraft will be turned into a freighter aircraft. The aircraft
will eventually enter service with Kalitta Air. This is expected
to take place in 2022.

However, since a couple of weeks the GECAS / AT Bedek pro-
gramme is no longer the only conversion programme for the
Boeing 777, as two other companies have launched their con-
version plans for the largest Boeing twinjet.

Early September a Florida based company called Mammoth
Freighters LLC launched a passenger-to-freighter conversion
programme for the -200LR and -300ER variants of the 777. The
aircraft will be designated as 777-200LRMF and 777-300ERMF.
As the GECAS/IAI Bedek programme is only based on the
777-300ER, Mammoth Freighter will be the first company

to convert 777-200LRs into full freighters. The company is
aiming to certify the 777-200LRMF with a Supplemental Type
Certificate (STC) from the FAA in the third quarter of 2023,
and plans to develop the STC for the 777-300ERMF in parallel
with the certification of the smaller -200LRMF.

Mammoth Freighters was launched at the end of 2020 by two
aviation industry experts and its principal backer, private
investment firm Fortress Investment Group, acquired ten
ex-Delta Air Lines 777-200LRs as initial feedstock earlier this
year. The ten aircraft (msn’s 29740, 29741, 32222, 29739, 29742,
30440, 39091, 39254, 40559 and 40560) are currently in storage
in either Victorville (CA) or Marana (AZ), with the exception
of msn 29742, which was flown to Moses Lake (WA) in April
2021 and which serves as the prototype aircraft.

Interesting fact is that the specification of the Mammoth
777-200LRMF seems to be better than those of the factory
freighter, the Boeing 777F. The 777-200LRMF will have a
slightly longer range than the 777F because it will be a slightly
lighter aircraft with a different cargo loading configuration
but a payload very close to that of the 777F, Mammoth said.

Later in that same first September week in which Mammoth
launched its conversion programme for the Boeing 777,
another company called NIAR Werx launched its conversion
project as well. Early that week NIAR Werx took delivery of its
first Boeing 777-300ER for a passenger-to-freighter project.
The aircraft (MSN 37704 / Line # 748, ex A6-ECL of Emirates)
was ferried from Lourdes, where it had been stored since 15
December 2020, to Wichita-McConnell AFB (KS), where it will
be converted to freighter. NIAR Werx — in partnership with
the Kansas Modification Center (KMC) — expects to com-
plete and deliver the first converted 777-300ER by the end
of 2023. Modification will include cutting a hole in the side
of the aircraft and adding a structure around it to support a
cargo door, as well as installing a new floor with rollers and
creating new interior space for extra flight crew and crew
rest quarters.

NIAR Werx is a 2.5-year-old organisation founded by the
National Institute for Aviation Research (NIAR) at Wichita
State University to provide a host of services to OEMs, suppli-
ers, business, and military aviation companies — especially
start-ups —seeking to do projects as small as one-off parts
manufacturing all the way up to retrofitting commercial air-
liners for special missions and other purposes. At the same
time, it provides real-world learning and experience for WSU
engineering students and students enrolled in the airframe
and powerplant and avionics programmes offered by the uni-
versity’s technical college, WSU Tech. NIAR WERX is based
out of modification facilities adjacent to McConnell AFB. The

Mammoth Freighers LLC is a
Florida based company, which
recently launched a conversion pro-
gramme for the Boeing 777-300ER
and 777-200LR. The aircraft will be
designated as 777-300ERMF and 777-
200LRMF. Although Florida based,
the conversion will take place in
Texas, because Mammoth Freight-
ers acquired a 50% stake in the
MRO unit of Fort-Worth Alliance
(TX)-based GDC Technics. GDC will
provide Mammoth with hangar
space for conversions and parking
space for aircraft being staged for
conversion. The first 777-200LR is set
to arrive at Fort-Worth Alliance late
September 2021.
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KMC is a newly formed business aimed at meeting the indus-
try’s growing need for MRO and conversion programs.

With this 777 project, NIAR Werx will assist KMC in the devel-
opment of a Supplemental Type Certificate (STC) for the
conversion. KMC will own the aircraft Supplemental Type
Certificate and license the future conversions.

Bombardier

On 14 September 2021, Bombardier held a virtual presen-
tation and launched their new Challenger 3500 model. The
CL3500 is an upgraded model of the CL350. The Challenger
3500 is mostly an internal redesign of the 350, with new avi-
onics, seats, used materials and the ability to use sustainable
aviation fuel. The 3500 will feature the same engines as the
350, enabling the aircraft to have the same maximum range
of 5,926 kilometres. Bombardier expects the Challenger 3500
to enter into service in Q2 2022. Current price listing for a new
3500 are starting at 26.7 million USD. The original CL300 and
CL350 models have been around since August 2001 and March
2013, with over 800 deliveries of both types. At this moment
it is not known how (and when) the CL3500 will be offered to
current CL300/350 owners as modification upgrade.

Airliner News

United Aircraft Company

UAC reported late August 2021, to have suspended the Ily-
ushin 114-300 flight test programme, following the aftermath
of the fatal crash of the 11-112V prototype on 17 August 2021,
at Kubinka. The impact on the flight test team, losing some
highly experienced colleagues and mechanical problems
reported about overheating, could have caused the fire and
stress test findings indicated sharp temperature rises inside
the engine need to be evaluated.

Textron Aviation

Textron Beechcraft reported the first engine ground test
runs on their new single engine turboprop Denali platform.
As reported in Scramble Manufacturers News 502 the GE Cat-
alyst engine was first tested on a Czech Beechcraft King Air
and after the evaluation the improved engine was installed
on the Denali prototype at the Wichita (KS) production site.
The first flight of the Denali is scheduled on Q4 2021 with full
type certification and customer deliveries to commence in
2023.

In September three Boeing 737 MAX 8-200s were delivered to Ryanair’s Polish subsidiary Buzz and were also the first Buzz aircraft in full colours.
The 46 737-800s in Buzz’s fleet fly around in full Ryanair colours and can only be recognized by their Polish registrations. SP-RZE, in full Buzz
colours, is seen here taxiing at Eindhoven and was the first MAX delivered, on 3 September. Buzz, formerly called Ryanair Sun, was formed in
2017, and initially positioned as a charter airline without any scheduled services. The airline operates scheduled flights on behalf of Ryanair,
and charter flights in its own right, out of Poland. In March 2019, Ryanair announced that Ryanair Sun would be rebranded as Buzz in autumn
2019. Buzz commenced operations in January 2020. (17 September 2021, Mark Remmel)

Europe

Croatia

As part of its post-pandemic strategy, Croatia Airlines has
announced a restructuring that would see the airline return
to profitability in three years. The new strategy has been
created by outside consultants from the Boston Consultancy
Group. Although details have not officially been made public
about the new strategy, some information has leaked. Part of
the plan is to streamline the fleet around one single aircraft
type smaller than its current A319s and A320s, but larger
than its DHC-8-400s. Currently, the fleet consists of six DHC-
8-400s, five A319s and two A320s. With the Airbuses being
over twenty years old on average, they need replacement,
and the airline actually has an outstanding order for four
A320neos with Airbus. Croatia Airlines is, however, in nego-
tiations with the aircraft manufacturer to cancel this order

as the type is now deemed too large and the airline finan-
cially struggling. As a potential alternative, and probably not
a coincidence, Airbus is set to demonstrate the A220 to all
Croatian airlines later this month at Zagreb. Looking at seat-
numbers, a fleet based around the A220 could indeed make
sense for the national airline.

Denmark

During its quarterly earnings call with investors, SAS
announced it has reached an agreement with Airbus to defer
the delivery of its final two A350-900s on order to fiscal year
2024. Originally, the two were scheduled to be delivered in
2022 and 2023. The decision was made to be able to better
adapt to the pace of the post-pandemic recovery. SAS has so
far taken delivery of six A350-900s. The airline also announced
it will continue to take delivery of another A321neolRs as
well as new A320neos. Currently, the fleet is made up of six
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ATR72-600s (operated by XFly), four A319s, eleven A320s, 45
A320neos, eight A321s, one A321neoLR, nine A330-300s, six
A350-900s, fourteen B737-700s, twelve B737-800s and fifteen
CRJ900s (ten operated by CityJet and five by XFly).

France

A new start-up is in the works in France. The airline, called
Céleste, is planning to jump in the gap that Hop! will leave
behind at Morlaix when it closes its base at the Bretagne-
airport at the end of March 2022. The new airline is looking
to take-over the lease of up to seven former Hop! CRJ1000s
and utilise the aircraft on domestic and regional destinations
that Hop! is abandoning in its transformation. Driving force
behind Céleste is the former manager of Vueling in France
and the company is currently working hard to secure the nec-
essary funding as well as documentation. Morlaix has always
been an important airport for Hop! and its predecessor Brit
Air, which was originally founded at the airport. At Morlaix,
Hop! (and before that Brit Air) operated a maintenance base
for its CRJs. With the upcoming closure of the base, almost
300 jobs are set to be lost.

CMA CGM is looking to expand its air cargo flying activities
by creating an own cargo airline based out of Paris-Charles
de Gaulle. According to a job ad for pilots, the airline will
operate the B777F and plans to launch in January 2022. How
many B777Fs and where the aircraft is (are) coming from is
currently unclear. Currently, CMA CGM owns four former
Qatar Airways A330-200Fs, which are operated out of Liege by
Air Belgium. The shipping giant is also considering opening a
second base for its A330s at Marseille.

Freight forwarding specialist Geodis has entered the dedi-
cated air cargo market by adding an A330-300P2F. The air-
craft involved is G-EODS (713) which will be operated for the
cargo company by Titan Airways from the UK. The A330 was
recently converted at Dresden and was in use with AirAsiaX
as 9M-XBD and before that with China Eastern as B-6119.

Germany

According to CH-Aviation, Condor will add two A330-200s to
its fleet. A first one is expected to arrive before the end of
this year, the second early next year. Both are reported to
be former Etihad Airways-aircraft currently stored at Teruel.
The airline is adding the A330-200s to train cockpit and cabin-
crew and prepare the airline for the arrival of its first A330-
900 in the autumn of next year. Condor has ordered seven
A330-900s with Airbus directly and signed a lease-agreement
for nine more. The airline will use the new Airbuses to replace
its ageing fleet of fifteen B767-300ERs.

On 14 September, Lufthansa A380 D-AIMH (070) departed
Frankfurt as DLH9921 at 09:30 for what could well be the final
A380-flight for the airline. The A380 left its home to be stored
at Teruel. According to the airline’s CEO, the A380 doesn’t fit
the airline future fleet plans anymore and are very unlikely
to return to active duty in the future. In total, Lufthansa took
delivery of fourteen A380s. Two are stored at Tarbes-Lourdes,
while the rest are at Teruel.

Greece

Greece charter and ACMI-airline orange2fly has officially
filed for bankruptcy on 7 September. The airline was already
under bankruptcy protection since 20 October 2020 and was
already inactive since August 2020. After attempts to secure
additional funding failed, bankruptcy was the only way
forward. orange2fly had just a single remaining A320 in its
fleet. The aircraft, SX-SOF (2479), has been stored at Craiova
in Romania since 17 June 2020. The airline was founded in
September 2015 and has operated a total of four A320s over
the years.

Hungary

After the news broke that Wizz Air had a bid on rival easy]Jet

rejected, it became also known that the airline is in negotia-
tions with Airbus regarding an additional order for A320neo-
family aircraft. According to Reuters, the order could be
for at least 100 additional aircraft. Similar as competitors
Ryanair and easyJet, Wizz Air is planning an aggressive
post-pandemic growth strategy, especially with several tra-
ditional national airlines financially struggling in the pan-
demic. Wizz Air Group, which consists of Wizz Air (Hungary),
Wizz Air (Abu Dhabi) and Wizz Air (UK) has a combined fleet
of 62 A320s, six A320neos, 41 A321s and 35 A321neos. It also
operates a single A330-200F on behalf of the Hungarian gov-
ernment. Wizz Air currently has open orders with Airbus for
34 A320neos and 202 A321neos.

Iceland

During the presentation of its 2021 second quarter results,
PLAY announced it has signed two Letter of Intents (Lol) with
two lessors to expand the fleet with six additional aircraft.
The first Lol is for two new A320neos with a planned deliv-
ery in the first quarter of 2022. The second Lol is for three
A320neos and one A321neo with delivery in the first quarter
of 2023. All six aircraft will be factory new aircraft. A deal for
an additional aircraft is being negotiated, which would bring
PLAY’s fleet to ten aircraft in 2023. Next year, the Icelandic
carrier will also expand its route network with additional des-
tinations in Europe as well as opening the first routes to the
US. Currently, the airline flies its three A321neos year-round
to Alicante, Berlin, Copenhagen, London-Stansted, Paris-
Charles de Gaulle and Tenerife. It also has seasonal flights to
Barcelona, Las Palmas, Salzburg and Warsaw. Further expan-
sion of the fleet is planned as well, with the fleet growing to
twelve aircraft in 2024 and to fifteen by 2025.

Ireland

Lessor Griffin Global Asset Management, which is based in
both Dublin and Los Angeles (CA), has signed a firm order
with Boeing for five B737-8s. The order is the first direct
order for new aircraft with Boeing. The lessor has opted for
the new jets as it sees big opportunities to lease the aircraft
to its airline customers as the market recovers from the pan-
demic. It’s currently unknown which airline(s) the aircraft
will go to.

Ryanair has announced it has ended negotiations with Boeing
for a potential order for the B737-10. Both companies have
been talking about a deal for months and have ended the
talks “in order to not waste each other’s time”. According to
the airline’s CEO, “Boeing have a more optimistic outlook on
aircraft pricing than we do, and we have a disciplined track
record of not paying high prices for aircraft”. As usual, the
CEO couldn’t resist to sneer a bit “We do not share Boeing’s
optimistic pricing outlook, although this may explain why in
recent weeks other large Boeing customers such as Delta and
Jet2, have been placing new orders with Airbus, rather than
Boeing”. Ryanair has, so far, ordered 210 B737-8200s and was
planning to order up to 200 additional B737-10s. Of the MAXs
on order, thirteen have been delivered, six to Malta Air, six to
Ryanair and three to Buzz.

Italy

During Air Dolomiti’s 30th birthday party at the airline’s base
in Verona, the Lufthansa Group CEO said to the public the
Group is exploring the possibilities to add “additional air-
craft” at the airline. Although no further details were given,
attending media reported a prominent E195-E2 model in Air
Dolomiti-livery on display as well as Embraer-executives
attending the party. Currently, the airline operates a fleet
of fifteen ERJ195s, connecting Frankfurt and Munich with
various destinations in Italy. The airline also regularly serves
as a wet-lease capacity provider to Lufthansa on flights out
of Munich to other European destinations. Air Dolomiti
was founded in 1989 as Linee Aeree Europee and launched
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This ex-Air Namibia Airbus A319 V5-ANL is seen here taxiing out at Shannon for a flight to Ciudad Real, where it would be placed in storage.
The aircraft was supposed to go to Volotea as EC-NHQ, but in the end it was not taken up by the Spanish carrier. So, the shiny Volotea colours
on this aircraft are in fact a waste of paint.

its flights in 1991 as Air Dolomiti. Its first aircraft was the
DHC-8-300 of which they operated three. Over the years, the
airline also operated sixteen ATR42s, thirteen ATR72s, five
CRJ200s, one BAe146-200, five BAe146-300s and two Fokker
100s. In January 1999, Lufthansa acquired 26% of the airline,
increasing this to 52% in April 2003 and to 100% in July 2003.

According to Italian newspaper Corriere Della Sera, Alitalia’s
successor, Italia Trasporto Aéreo-ITA, is finalising its fleet
plan. We already knew that the airline was to launch flights
on 15 October with 52 aircraft but now we can also report on
the make-up of that fleet. ITA will initially take-over from
Alitalia one ERJ190, seventeen A319s, 27 A320s and seven
A330-200s. Next year, the airline will grow to 78 aircraft and,
if all things go well, to 100 by end 2023 and five more by 2025.
80% of the fleet in 2025 will consist of narrowbody aircraft.
The airline is also working in securing aircraft to modernise
its fleet and is planning to secure leases and/or orders for
newer and more efficient aircraft. According to the newspa-
per ITA is set to add ten A220s, 55 A320/321neos and thirteen
A330-900s/A350-900s. A final decision on these new aircraft
is expected in the coming weeks.

Ukraine

According to local aviation website avianews.com, Ukraine
International Airlines is planning to add two B777-300s to the
fleet. It’s currently unclear if the two will be -ERs or regular
-300s and where they are coming from. The site is speculating
the two will be coming from Emirates. The airline will deploy
the two aircraft mainly on behalf of tour operator KOMPAS
on routes from Kiev to Cancun, Malé and Punta Cana. As the
flights are to start in December, the aircraft are set for deliv-
ery in the coming months. When the B777s are not used for
KOMPAS, Ukraine International will use them for charters or
scheduled destinations in its network. Currently, the airline’s
fleet consists of thirteen B737-800s, four B737-900ERs, two
B767-300ERs and one B777-200ER.

United Kingdom

British Airways is in consultation with unions and employees
about establishing a new low(er) cost subsidiary that would
operate short-haul flights out of London-Gatwick airport. It’s
currently unclear if this subsidiary would operate under the
BA-brand (like BA CityFlyer at London-City) or would get a
totally new one. BA suspended all short-haul flights out of
Gatwick last year in April due the pandemic. The airline is,

however, of the opinion that market conditions has changed
so much that operating short-haul profitable again out of the
airport warrants a new approach to compete with the likes
of easy]Jet. If moving forward with the plan, British Airways
hopes to have the new subsidiary up and running at the start
of the 2022 summer season.

In other news, the airline has unveiled a special livery to
promote its plan to be climate neutral by 2050. The program
is called Better World and to commemorate it, the airline has
given Airbus A320neo G-TTNA (8108) a special blue livery. So,
something to look out for when spotting.

In a stock exchange disclosure, easyJet announced that the
airline has rejected an unsolicited take-over bid from a rival
airline. According to the airline, the bid seriously underval-
ued easyJet and the bid was therefore rejected unanimously
by the board. Although the bidding airline was not revealed
in the statement, sources are saying low-cost competitor
Wizz Air was behind the take-over bid. It’s also known that
the bidding airline is not considering launching a second
attempt at this time. A combination of easyJet and Wizz Air
would have created a very large low-cost airline. easy]Jet cur-
rently has a fleet of 310 aircraft and Wizz Air 145 planes. Com-
bined they would have been a fierce competitor to Ryanair.
easy]Jet also has open orders with Airbus for 92 A320neos and
sixteen A321neos. In the same stock exchange disclosure,
easyJet announced it plans to raise 1.65 billion US dollar to
accelerate its post-pandemic strategy and position the airline
for continued growth.

Speaking to media in the sidelines of the Airbus 2021 Summit
meeting, sources are saying that the International Airline
Group (IAG) has reignited the narrowbody competition
between Airbus and Boeing by seeking an offer for an order
for up to 200 new narrowbodies. The move is interesting as
IAG signed a Lol with Boeing during the Paris Air Show in
2019 for 200 B737MAXs. During the press-conference at the
show, IAG’s CEO said he was unhappy with Airbus for con-
tinuous delay of A320neo-deliveries and went with Boeing
to ensure competition in the market. Since then, however,
IAG hasn’t firmed-up the Lol and now seems set to hold a
new competition. IAG is the holding company of Aer Lingus,
British Airways, LEVEL and Vueling. It’s also in the process
of acquiring Air Europa. Currently, IAG has open orders with
Airbus for 22 A320neos (seven for BA, seven for Iberia and
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eight for Vueling) and 28 A321neos (three for BA, eleven for
Iberia and fourteen for Vueling). It did, however, recently
decided to let 70 options on A320neo-family aircraft lapse.

In Scramble 508, we reported that Jet2 was in talks with both
Airbus and Boeing regarding an order for new aircraft. On
31 August, Jet2 announced it has ordered 36 A321neos with
Airbus. The airline also secured purchase options on another
24 aircraft. Delivery of the 36 planes is scheduled between
2023 and 2028. The low-cost airline will outfit the aircraft with
232 seats in a single class lay-out. Jet2 will use the A321neos
as replacement for its last eight B757s as well as replacement
and upgrading capacity of its (oldest) B737s in the fleet. It
currently has seven B737-300s and 75 B737-800s in the fleet.

Africa

Egypt

In February we reported that Boeing logged an order for a
single B747-8. The aircraft involved was N828BA (37826) and
was sold to an undisclosed (VIP) buyer. It now seems the Jum-
bojet is going to fly for the Egypt Government as the aircraft
has been re-registered SU-EGY and spotted as such at Everett-
Paine Field (WA) on 8 September 2021. The B747-8 has been
at Everett since 21 August when it was ferried from storage
at Victorville (CA). It had been there since 15 June 2018. It’s
currently still wearing the basic (old) Lufthansa-livery, the
original intended customer of this airframe. If the B747-8
is set to replace Egypt’s current presidential jet, A340-200
SU-GGG (061) or is an addition is yet unknown. However, as
the Airbus has been delivered in February 1995, we're betting
on a replacement.

Ethiopia

On 6 September, Boeing and Ethiopian Airlines reached an
off-court settlement regarding the crash of B737-8 ET-AV]
(62450) on 10 March 2019. The airline also announced that
it would restart flights with the type at the end of this year,
or early next year now that Boeing and airlines around
the world have shown the B737MAX can fly safely again.
Although details about the settlement have not been made
public, the Seattle Times is reporting that the deal includes
a memorandum between Boeing and the airline to create an
aviation industry hub at Addis Abeba, 280 million US dollar in
cash, a new replacement B737-8, discounts on future orders
and three years of free maintenance and spare parts. Ethio-

pian currently has four (grounded) B737-8s in its fleet with 26
remaining on order.

South Africa

By the time you read this Scramble, South African Airways
should have resumed flying. The airline, which went into
bankruptcy protection in December 2019, had been grounded
since September last year. According to its newly issued Air
Operators Certificate (AOC), SAA will relaunch with a fleet
of eight aircraft, consisting of three A319s, two A320s, one
A330-300 and two A340-600s. Of these, the A340-600s will not
be used right from the start but when the airline resumes
long-haul flights. Initially, the restarted South African
Airways will offer flights out of Cape Town and Johannesburg
to Accra, Harare, Kinshasa, Lusaka, and Maputo. Later, the
airline is set to expand its operations and plans to grow the
fleet to 26 aircraft consisting of nineteen narrowbodies and
seven widebodies.

Asia

Armenia

On 1 September, the Armenian National Interests Fund
(ANIF) and Air Arabia Group announced that its newly
formed joint-venture is to be called Fly Arna. The name of
Armenia’s new national airline was selected after a “name
the airline contest” and is based on ARmenia and NAtional.
The joint-venture between ANIF and Air Arabia Group was
signed in July and will now work on obtaining its AOC so that
it can launch flights. Fly Arna will be operationally managed
by Air Arabia Group, which will also provide aircraft coming
from its open orders with Airbus. In total, Air Arabia Group
owns 49% of the joint-venture, with ANIF the remaining 51%.
The airline will be based at Yerevan and operate via the same
low-cost operating model as Air Arabia. The exact fleet and
destinations will be announced in due time. The Air Arabia
Group, which is based at Sharjah, also has operations and
joint-ventures in Abu Dhabi (since 2020), Egypt (since 2010)
and Morocco (since 2009). Today, the Group has a fleet of 52
A320s and six A321neoLRs. It also has open order with Airbus
for 73 A320neos and 41 A321neo(LR)s.

According to the airline’s LinkedIn-page, Fly Armenia
Airways is set to rebrand itself to Hayways, including a new
logo and corporate identity. The new brand will feature
purple and gold, colours that have, according to the airline,

Monaco-based aircraft investment specialist Stratos has delivered a converted Airbus A330-300 freighter to French forwarder Geodis, on a long-
term operating lease late August. The aircraft involved is msn 713, and is ex 9M-XBD of AirAsia and before that it flew with China Eastern as
B-6119. It was returned from AirAsia X through an early termination agreement in mid-2020 and converted to a full freighter at EFW Dresden.

The aircraft, registered in the UK as G-EODS, is the eighth A330-300P2F EFW has converted. The previous seven have all joined the fleet of DHL.
More customers will soon take their first A330-300P2Fs, with redeliveries to Turkey-based MNG Airlines and CDB Aviation in 2022. (Shannon, 3

After a lot
of controversy, the aircraft returned in April and Fly Armenia
Airways had withdrawn its AOC to rethink its strategy. Now,
the airline is set to resume under the new name and is also
looking to sell off the two classic B737s in favour of two B737-
800s. The two new aircraft should be delivered to Hayways
in the third quarter of this year. Once the airline launches it
plans to connect Yerevan with Moscow, Novosibirsk, Rostov-
on-Don and St. Petersburg,.

Indonesia

Following-up on our report of June, Garuda’s 2022 fleet-plan
was posted on Indonesian news portal Tempo. In this slide
it clearly states what the airline is planning to do with the
fleet, including the fleet of low-cost subsidiary Citilink. As
reported, Garuda is going through a large restructuring in
order to survive the crisis at the airline, which has deepened
due to the Corona-pandemic. In total, the airlines will shrink
to a fleet of 66 planes with Garuda and 78 at CitiLink. To be
withdrawn will be eight ATR72-600s, eighteen CRJ1000s, sev-
enteen B737-800s, one B737-8, seven A330-200s, ten A330-
300s and ten B777-300ERs. The airline group is also seeking
to cancel orders for 25 A320neos, 49 B737-8s, four A330-800s
and nine A330-900s.

Pakistan

The Air Arabia Group has also announced it is planning to
establish a joint-venture in Pakistan with the Lakson Group,
one of the country’s largest business conglomerates, for a
new low-cost airline. The new LCC will be called Fly Jinnah.
Lakson will own 51% of the joint-venture, with Air Arabia
Group the remaining 49%. Similar as its joint-venture in
Armenia, Air Arabia Group will take full operational control
of the airline and supply it with aircraft coming from the
Group or that it has on order with Airbus. Fly Jinnah will now
begin the process of obtaining its Air Operators Certificate
(AOC). The exact type and number of aircraft as well as which
destinations the airline will serve will be announced closer to
the launch date.

Philippines

Philippine Airlines has announced a large restructuring
which is put in place to ensure that the airline survives
the current crisis inflicted by the pandemic. As part of the
restructuring the airline will seek Chapter 11 bankruptcy
protection in the US and reduce its fleet with about 25%. In
total the airline is set to return 22 aircraft to their lessors.
It’s, however, unknown what the exact types are at this stage.
Philippine Airlines also secured an agreement with Airbus
to delay the delivery of its thirteen remaining A321neos on
order with the additional possibility to even cancel some of
them. The aircraft are now scheduled somewhere between
2026 and 2030. During the restructuring, the airline plans to
operate as normal and expects pre-Corona demand to return,
at the earliest, by end 2024. Today, the fleet consists of seven
A320s, 22 A321s, eight A321neos, fifteen A330-300s, three
A350-900s and ten B777-300ERs.

Uzbekistan

Uzbekistan Airways has launched its new low-cost subsidi-
ary as announced by the airline in April. The new airline is
called Uzbekistan Express and will launch with two A320s
coming from the mainline. Later, two additional A320s will be
added. The A320s will be reconfigured to feature an all-econ-
omy class lay-out, seating up to 174 passengers. Uzbekistan
Airways will launch with domestic and international desti-

nations, focusing mainly on tourism routes. The first desti-
nation from Tashkent is Moscow-Domodedovo, later it plans
to also serve Aktau, Aktobe, Ekaterinburg, Kazan, Krasnodar,
Mineralny Vody, Novosibirsk, Rostov and Sochi.

Latin America

Brazil

Azul -Linhas Aéreas Brasileiras is soon to take delivery of a
new A320neo featuring a very special Disney World-livery.
The aircraft involved is currently wearing test-registration
F-WWDY (10582) but will become PR-YSH once delivered.
The new neo will join Azul’s fleet which currently consists
of 33 ATR72-600s, 42 A320neos, four A321neos, eight A330-
200s, five A330-900s, two B737-400SFs, nine E195-E2s, three
ERJ190s and 48 ERJ195s.

GOL, Brazil’s largest airline has teamed up with Grupo Com-
porte, the country’s largest transport operator and has
signed an agreement with lessor Avolon to purchase or lease
up to 250 Vertical Aerospace VA-X4s. The three companies
will work closely together in developing one of the world’s
first eVTOL ride sharing business. With this deal, Avolon has
now secured customers for half of its 500 commitments it has
on the VA-X4, which it announced in June of this year. As
previously reported, the VA-X4 is being developed by Verti-
cal Aerospace and will be able to carry four passengers over a
distance of 160 km at a maximum speed of 325 km/hr. It will
be almost silent and has no CO2-emissions. The first proto-
type should fly later this year, with deliveries to customers
starting in 2024.

Colombia

Another new special liveried A320neo is one destined to go to
Viva Air Colombia. The aircraft, currently registered F-WWIZ
(10570) is due for delivery later this year and will become
HK-5378. The special “ Go Pink”-livery has been applied to
create awareness for the battle against breast cancer. Viva
Air Colombia currently has a fleet of nineteen aircraft con-
sisting of eleven A320s and eight A320neos. It plans to have
a fleet of 25 aircraft by the end of this year, adding for more
A320s and two A320neos.

Panama

CargoFacts reported that Copa Airlines is set to jump on the
bandwagon of dedicated air cargo by converting two of its
B737-800s into BCFs. The first aircraft, HP-1522CMP (33709)
was ferried to Guangzhou for conversion on 20 August 2021.
The airline has an all B737-fleet, consisting of 62 B737-800s
and thirteen B737-9s.

Surinam

According to Gum Air’s Facebook-page, the company has
ordered one Cessna 408 SkyCourier via Tropical Aviation Dis-
tributors, the official Cessna-Textron sales representative for
the Caribbean and Latin America. The cargo aircraft is set to
be delivered in 2023 and will be used by the airline to expand
its business in the oil and gas industry. Gum Air, which plans
to relocate from Paramaribo-Zorg en Hoop to Paramaribo-
Heliport which is getting a single runway. The company’s
fleet currently consists of four Cessna 206s, five Cessna 208Bs
and two DHC-6s.

Middle East

Iraq

On 2 September, Iragi Airways released pictures of its first
fully painted Airbus A220-300 at the Airbus-factory at Mirabel
Airport near Montreal in Canada. The aircraft is currently
registered C-FOVL (55136) but will be registered YI-ARE once
delivered. In total, Iraqi Airways has five A220-300s on order,
with options on another eleven. The new Airbus will join a
fleet of three A320s, two A321s, one A330-200, fourteen B737-
800s, two B747-400s, one B767-300ER, one B777-200LR and six
CRJ900s.
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Israel

Israeli news outlets reported that El Al has unveiled its post-
COVID strategy and opened negotiations with the country’s
trade unions to reorganize the airline in order to return to
profitability. Part of the airline’s plan is to lay-off 1,500 co-
workers and reduce the fleet to 29 aircraft. Currently, El Al’s
fleet consists of 45 aircraft, meaning the fleet is set to be
reduced with 16 aircraft. As part of the plan is to increase
its focus on the North-American market, it’s expected that
the majority of the aircraft to be withdrawn from the fleet
will be narrowbodies. El Al is also planning to close-down its
charter subsidiary Sun d’Or. Today, El Al operates a fleet of
sixteen B737-800s, eight B737-900ERs, six B777-200ERs, three
B787-8s and twelve B787-9s. One of the B737-800s is operated
for Sun d’Or.

Oman

On 10 September, SalamAir took delivery of its first A321neo.
The aircraft, registered A40-OXA (10483) was ferried on this
date from Hamburg-Finkenwerder to Muscat and started
commercial flights on the same day. The A321neo is the first
of two leased via GECAS and join a fleet of six A320neos. Sala-
mAir was founded in 2016 and launched flights a year later,
with leased A320s from LATAM. The airline flies domesti-
cally in Oman, as well to destinations in Azerbaijan, Bahrain,
Bangladesh, Egypt, Iran, Kuwait, Nepal, Pakistan, Qatar, Saudi
Arabia, Sri Lanka, Sudan, Thailand, Turkey and the United
Arab Emirates.

Saudi Arabia

To commemorate its 75th birthday, Saudia has applied a
special livery on two of its aircraft. B777-300ER HZ-AK28
(42266) has received a retro livery, while B787-9 HZ-ARE
(41548) has received a golden tail with the heads of the pre-
vious and current king as well as the current crown prince.
Both aircraft are also wearing large “75” decals.

United Arab Emirates

Emirates has reached an agreement with Airbus to bring
forward the delivery of its final three A380s. The trio, A6-EVQ
(270), A6-EVR (271) and A6-EVS (272, the final produced
A380!) were originally scheduled for delivery in June 2022.
However, with demand slowly returning and these three air-
craft having Emirates’ new Premium Economy, the airline
decided to accelerate the delivery. Once delivered in Novem-
ber, Emirates will have a fleet of 118 A380s, with six of these
configured in the new four class lay-out featuring the new
Premium Economy. By October, the airline plans to operate
the A380 on its routes to Amman, Cairo, Dusseldorf, Frank-
furt, Guangzhou, London-Heathrow, Los Angeles (CA), Man-
chester, Mauritius, Moscow, Munich, New York-JFK (NY),
Paris-Charles de Gaulle, Toronto, Vienna, Washington (DC),
and Zurich.

In other news, Air Finance Journal reported that Emirates
has signed an agreement with IAI to convert five of its B777-
300ERs into B777-300ERSFs. The five will be converted at
IAI's new conversion-line it set-up with Etihad in Abu Dhabi.
During the COVID-pandemic, Emirates utilised multiple of
its B777-300ERs in a “phreighter”-configuration and already
considered a permanent conversion as the type would
fit in very nicely into the airline’s network. It’s currently
unclear which five airframes are involved of its 124-strong
B777-300ER fleet. 1Al is working to certification of the B777-
300ERSF in 2023, with delivery to launch customer Kalitta in
the same year.

North America

United States of America

To diversify its revenue stream, Air Wisconsin is entering
the all-cargo market by adding a first CRJ200SF. The aircraft,
N498AW (7417) has recently been converted at Roswell (NM)

and is wearing the nice retro livery of the airline. It will now
work on getting the aircraft on its operation certificate so
that it can start flying commercially. Air Wisconsin will offer
the CRJ for cargo charters as well as (ACMI) leases. The com-
muter airline currently operates solely for United Express
with a fleet of 64 CRJ200s.

Aleutian Airways is a new start-up airline from Alaska and is
planning to launch flights in the fall. Initially, the company
will fly the Anchorage-Unalaska route and will start with a
single Saab 2000. The aircraft, N687PA (021) was rolled-out of
the IAC paint-shop at Spokane (WA) on 30 August, sporting
the smart livery of the new airline. Previously, this Saab was
in use with defunct Alaskan-airline PenAir. Aleutian Airways
is a joint venture between Seaplanes, Wexford Capital and
Mckinley Alaska Private Investments and will go head-to-
head with RavnAir, which is also serving the same route since
November 2020. RavnAir is flying a DHC-8-100 which some-
times need a fuel-stop to make it to Unalaska and can take up
to three hours. According to the start-up, its Saab 2000 can
make the trip non-stop in two hours.

On 15 September, the first ATR72F for Amazon Air was
spotted at Fort Lauderdale-Hollywood International (FL). The
aircraft, ATR72-500F N919AZ (853) is wearing a slightly differ-
ent livery compared to Amazon’s jets. N919AZ was previously
in use with Aurigny Air Services as G-VZON and was retired
on 10 January 2020. After storage at Toulouse-Francazal it
was registered on 8 July 2021 by Amazon Air LLC as N919AZ
and ferried to Coeur d’Alene (ID) where it was converted into
freighter. The ATR72F will be operated by Silver Airways and
was ferried to Silver’s home base at Fort Lauderdale on 28
July for painting and final preparations. So far, Amazon Air
has registered three ATR72Fs, the other two being N929AZ
(727) and N937AZ (736). Of these, N929AZ is also currently
being readied at Fort Lauderdale, while N937AZ is undergo-
ing conversion at Coeur d’Alene. The three ATR72Fs are also
the first freighters for Silver Airways, which announced it
would enter the all-cargo flying business in July. The original
plan was to operate the ATR42F but this now seems to have
changed to the larger variant. If the ATR72Fs will be operated
out of Forth Worth-Alliance (TX) as announced back then is
currently unknown,

The first A220-300 for Breeze Airways has rolled-out of the
paint shop at the Airbus-plant in Mobile (AL). The aircraft
will become N203BZ (55128) and is planned for delivery in
October. At the same time the airline announced it has
decided to firm options on another twenty A220-300s. Already
in April we reported on this order when Airbus booked the
twenty aircraft for an undisclosed customer. With this order,
Breeze now has 80 A220-300s on order. Today, Breeze oper-
ates a fleet of ten ER]J190s and three ERJ195s.

The Bristow Group has signed two partnership agreements
with eSTOL companies Electra and Vertical Aerospace in
which Bristow will work with the two manufacturers to
support the development of the eSTOL-aircraft as well as
exploring the new opportunities these new aircraft will
bring. The partnerships also include the acquisition of up
to 50 eSTOLs with Electra and up to 50 VA-X4s with Vertical
Aerospace.

Eastern Airlines has launched Eastern Air Cargo, following-
up on the airline’s expansion plans as announced in Febru-
ary of this year. According to the airline’s press-release, it
has secured the feedstock for 35 B777s that will be converted
into “Class e-cargo aircraft”. These Class e-cargo aircraft will
be converted passenger to “phreighter” aircraft but with
more permanent fixtures. Therefore, Eastern is pursuing a
Supplemental Type Certificate (STC) from the FAA for these
new variants of the B777. According to the airline’s website, it
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Maltese / Spanish airline Air Horizont had one of its Boeing 737-400s painted as a Netflix logo jet for less than 72 hours, early September. The
aircraft, registered 9H-AMW, was adorned in this special livery to promote the fifth season of La casa di carta (La casa de papel). Among Eng-
lish-speaking Netflix aficionados this is better known as “Money Heist”. The aircraft only flew in these colours for promotional purposes from
Genoa Airport in Italy, with just over 100 guests onboard the 168-seat aircraft. The VIPs were then given an exclusive preview of the fifth season,
while overflying the Tyrrhenian Sea from Genoa and back. The Boeing airliner usually conducts a number of charters on behalf of Italian tour

operators from Milan. (Genoa, 3 September 2021, Chris Chauci)

will add B777-200EFs (EF stands for Express Freighter), B777-
200EREFs and B777-300EFs to the fleet that will be converted
to fully utilize “the entire volume of the main deck cabin to
hold low-density, express freight cargo”. Eastern hopes to
receive the STC by the end of this year and operate its first
Express Freighter in the first quarter of next year. The airline
will offer general cargo sales, cargo charters, ACMI/wet-leas-
ing and dry leasing. Currently, Eastern has three B777-200ERs
in its fleet, all of them parked. Next to these it also has three
B767-200s, one B767-200ER and five B767-300ERs.

On 8 September, Frontier Airlines conducted the last flight
with the A319. The aircraft involved, N949FR (2857) carried
out flight 391 from Nashville (TN) to Denver (CO) and was
welcomed with a water salute by the Denver Airport fire
brigade. The retirement of its final A319 is part of the air-
line’s fleet modernization plan. Over the years, Frontier Air-
lines operated 53 A319s. Now, its fleet is made up of nineteen
A320s, 71 A320neos and 21 A321s. The airline also has open
orders and lease-agreements for around 140 new A320neos
and A321neos.

A new company has launched and joins the game of passen-
ger-to-freighter conversions. Called Mammoth Freighters,
the start-up will focus on converting B777-200LRs and B777-
300ERs into B777-200LRMFs and -300ERMFs. Mammoth was
launched in the end of 2020 by two aviation industry experts
and is now backed by private investment funds. According to
the company’s website, it currently has ten B777-200LRMFs
on offer for sale or lease. The first converted aircraft is
planned to be fully certified and operational in the second
half of 2023. All ten aircraft have been acquired by Mammoth
Freighters from Delta Air Lines.

Last month we reported on Alaska-based start-up Northern
Pacific Airways and now we can, thanks to Simple Flying, also
report that the airline has acquired its first six B757-200s. The
first aircraft set to be delivered is N206UW (27808), a former
American Airlines aircraft, which is currently at Roswell (NM)
and being prepared for delivery in December. Once delivered
it will be registered N627NP. The five other B757s are also
all former American Airlines but have so far not been identi-
fied. In total, Northern Pacific aims to have a fleet of twelve
B757-200s and is in talks to secure the other six. According

to Simple Flying, the airline is targeting to take delivery of a
B757 every six weeks until it launches next year.

Lessor Air Lease Corporation has signed a lease-agreement
with Spirit Airlines for ten new A321neos as well as the sale
and lease-back of five new A320neos the airline has on order
directly with Airbus. The A321neos are coming directly from
ALCs orders with Airbus and are planned for delivery in 2023
and 2024. Spirit is adding the ten additional aircraft to facili-
tate its growth strategy for the coming years. With this latest
lease deal, Spirit is now planning to take on 30 A321neos, with
twenty directly ordered with Airbus. It also has open orders
with Airbus for 35 A319neos as well as 63 A320neos. This year
and next year, Spirit will take delivery of 40 A320neos and the
first A321neo is due in 2023. Currently, the number of aircraft
in the fleet stands at 168, consisting of 31 A319s, 64 A320s, 43
A320neos and 30 A321s.

Oceania

Australia

Qantas has released its strategy for gradually restarting
international flights. The airline expects to be able to launch
these flights again from December onwards based on the
pace of vaccinations in Australia. Initially, Qantas will focus
on destinations with high vaccination rates, with focus
on Japan, Singapore, the UK, and the US. By mid-2022 the
airline will return at least five A380s back to duty to meet
the high demand to London and Los Angeles (CA). Qantas
has also announced it will retire two of its twelve A380s but
will fly the type for many years to come. To underline this,
the airline recently ferried A380 VH-OQB (015) from storage
at Los Angeles (CA) to Dresden where it will be receiving its
cabin upgrade. Qantas plans to have all its ten A380s refur-
bished and back in service before the end of 2024. Another
bit of interesting fleet news is that the airline is working with
Airbus to increase the range of some of its A330-200s. This
will enable it to operate the type on the Brisbane-Los Angeles
(CA) and Brisbane-San Francisco (CA) routes and right size
demand and capacity.

Anticipating on the increase in demand for the upcoming
Australian summer season and return of demand due to the
increasing rates of vaccination, Virgin Australia has signed
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leases for nine additional B737-800s. The first of the aircraft
should arrive in October and all nine aircraft will be deliv-
ered by the end of February 2022. Earlier in April, the airline
also announced an expansion of the fleet with ten more B737-
800s. With this latest addition, the fleet of B737-800s at Virgin
Australia will grow to 77.

New Zealand

During the presentation of its Fiscal Year 2021 results, Air
New Zealand has announced it plans to simplify its fleet by
retiring its seven B777-300ERs. Depending on when the leases
expire, the airline expects to have phased-out the type by 2027
at the latest. The seven aircraft are currently stored at Auck-
land and Victorville (CA) and not in use due to the pandemic.
Last year, Air New Zealand already announced the retire-
ment of its eight B777-200ERs. Once retired, the airline will
standardize its long-haul fleet on the B787. It currently has
fourteen B787-9s in the fleet and has orders for six B787-10s.
Originally, the -10s were planned to be used as the replace-
ment of the B777-200ER but will now be used as B777-300ER
replacement. Next to the Dreamliners, Air New Zealand also
has twenty A320s, four A320neos, seven A321neos, 30 ATR72s
and 23 DHC-8-300s.

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Long haul low-cost start-up Norse Atlantic Airways can be seen as the “spiritual” successor of Norwegian. The airline has been founded by three
former Norwegian executives, including its original Norwegian founder Bjorn Kjos.

After a hard landing on runway 22 at Geneéve-Cointrin
Airport, the INEOS Aviation Gulf 280 showed deformations
on the right wing root and was leaking jet fuel, hence it sus-
tained quite some damage. As of late September still parked
at Geneva with taped over reg, flag and logo.

29jul21 952 UH-1H dam
A Fuerza Aérea Hondurefia Huey made an emergency landing
at Durzuna, Gracias a Dios, 45 minutes after departure. It was
supposed to go on a special air operations mission but never
got to finish that. The UH-1H ended up badly damaged on its
left side in the grass, with the rotor sheared off and damage
to the fuselage. All three occupants were unhurt.

30jul21  C-FVHS Bell 212 31103 dam
A Bell 212 of Vortex Helicopters departed Kenora (ON) to
conduct forest firefighting duties, approximately 35 miles
north of Kenora, equipped with a 150 foot long line and water
bucket attached. The helicopter completed a cycle of bucket-
ing and was returning to a staging area for fuel. During the
return flight the pilot noticed the bucket was twisted. The
pilot decided to stabilise the bucket by adding water from
a nearby lake. During the process, the pilot lost sight of the
bucket and the helicopter began to drift to the right. The pilot
then felt a tug on the helicopter and seconds later the heli-
copter impacted the water. The pilot, who was seated in the
left seat, exited the helicopter, swum to shore and was picked
up by a passing helicopter and transported to the staging area
and was then transported to the local hospital with minor
injuries. The helicopter was substantially damaged. The vis-
ibility in the area was reported as being reduced to two to
three miles in smoke and the winds were reported as calm.
27aug2l HC-CMQ BN-2A-3 270 dam
The pilot, two mechanics and four passengers received
injuries after the Aeroconexos Islander was damaged in an

incident during take-off from an airstrip 37 flying minutes
southeast from Taisha, Morona Santiago, Ecuador.

27aug2l RF-95099/85RD  Su-24 wlo
The Russian Aerospace Defence Forces lost an Su-24M2 tacti-
cal bomber after it crashed 95 kilometres west of the city of
Perm in the Privolzhsky Federal District. Both crew members
ejected from the aircraft and were transported to the nearest
medical facility with only minor injuries. The aftermath of
the plane crash was captured on video, the footage showing
clouds of smoke formed as a result of the accident. Accord-
ing to preliminary data, the primary cause of the crash was
equipment failure.

Abraham Lincoln (CVN 72), an aircraft carrier.

02sep21 N560AR Ce560XLS+ 560-6026 w/o
All four occupants of the Brook Haven Properties Cessna
Citation XLS+ (both pilots and both passengers) perished
after the Cessna went out of control, shortly after taking
off from Plainville-Robertson Airport’s runway 02 (CT). It
rolled to the right and crashed in a grassy area, coming to
rest against a building, bursting into flames. The aircraft was
totally destroyed by impact forces and a post-crash fire. The
building owned by Trumpf Company (a German industrial
machine manufacturing company) was severely damaged by
fire and two people in the building were injured.

at a plantation, about two kilometres from Cafiasgordas,
Colombia. All three occupants survived the crash.

08sep21 Mi-24 w/o
Not a good day to be a helicopter! Next to two Bell mishaps,
the Sudan Air Force suffered the loss of a Mil helicopter,
exact type to be confirmed (although some sources men-
tioned a Mi-24 was involved). The helicopter crashed into
the White Nile, south of Khartoum. Another source states
that an army helicopter crashed into the river. Three bodies
were retrieved from the water. Search operations for other
crew members are ongoing.

09sep21 N88833 Ce402C 402C0265 wio
A Cessna 402C, operating Cape Air flight 2072 from Bos-
ton-Logan (MA), overran runway 7 (3,500" long) on an ILS
approach at Provincetown Municipal Airport (MA), and con-
tinued on Race Point Road alongside the airport, striking
several trees and catching fire. Weather is a suspected factor
as storms were in the vicinity. The pilot and six passengers
survived the crash.

10sep21 Mi-24D wlo
A Mil Mi-24 attack helicopter of the Force Aérienne de la Cote
d’Ivoire crashed in the northern part of the country near the
border with Burkina Faso. It was reported that the helicop-
ter was on a reconnaissance mission when it lost contact at
around 02:00 hours. In the morning the wreckage was found
and unfortunately all five people on board were killed in
the accident. An investigation is underway to determine the
cause of the crash. In this part of the country and especially
near the border with Burkina Faso, the Ivory Coast Army has
faced several attacks by militant groups. It is not ruled out
that the helicopter has been shot down.

SiLA (Siberian Light Aviation) flight 51, from Irkutsk to
Kazachinskoye, was destroyed when it impacted trees at
the cliff of an island in the middle of the Kirenga River. The
crash site was about 4,000 metres short of the runway of its
destination. There were two pilots and fourteen passengers
onboard, of which the First Officer and three passengers were
killed, four passengers were able to free themselves and eight
passengers were freed from the wreckage by emergency ser-
vices. SiLA reported the aircraft was on its second approach
in heavy fog when it disappeared from radar.

12sep21 NT740FT PA-44-180 44-7995084 wlo
A private Piper Seminole crashed into a tree in the 29900
block of Post Oak Run near High Meadow Ranch Drive, south
of Magnolia, Montgomery County (TX), after both engines
failed. The pilot survived the crash.

12sep21 F-ZBQG EC145 9217 wio
Dragon 38, an EC145 (new name for the BK117C-2) of the
Sécurité Civile, crashed in Villard-de-Lans, Isére and was
destroyed by a post impact fire. The chopper was on its way
to rescue a mountain biker in difficulty when it lost altitude.
One occupant, a mechanic / flight engineer, died and four
others were injured.

13sep21l PK-CAW Bell 429 57297 wilo
A Bell GlobalRanger rolled over during a training flight at
Budiarto Airport, Tangerang, Indonesia, without any fatali-
ties. The helicopter was operated by the flight calibration
centre BBKFP, or Balai Besar Kalibrasi Fasilitas Penerbangan.
13sep21 EC-NBT AS332L.2 2614 dam
As a result of low visibility (brown out conditions), a Super
Puma of Babcock MCS Spain crashed into a tree near Sierra
Bermeja, Malaga, during take-off. The nineteen occupants
were not injured. The helicopter was operated on behalf of
the Servicio de Extincién de Incendios Forestales de Andalu-
cfa (INFOCA). It was attempting to fight the fire raging in the
Sierra Bermeja.

INEOS Aviation Gulfstream 280 M-ISTY suffered a hard landing at Genéve-Cointrin’s runway 22, on 23 June 2021, and was last seen in September,
not having flown since, with its registration, logo and country flag taped over. That must have been a really hard landing for it be AOG (Aircraft

On Ground) for so long! (Geneva, 29 May 2018, David Alders)
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Twin Beech 3TM G-BKGL was leased to the Royal Commission of Al Ula, in 2019. This was to perform pleasure flights and be part of an air show
during the “Winter at Tantora”- cultural festival in Al-Ula, Saudi Arabia. The festival ran from November 2019 until March 2020. Days after the
festival ended, the COVID virus triggered the Saudi government to prohibit all international flights in and out of the Kingdom. The whole fleet
of warbirds was parked inside the small hangar that was constructed for the temporary operation. By early 2021, when international travel was
slowly beginning to resume, the fleet was to be returned to the UK. During the ferry back the Twin Beech encountered problems in Croatia and
Corsica. After fixing an engine problem in Bastia, Corsica, the Beech 18 crashed shortly after take-off. This photo was taken after a pleasure flight
over the Saudi desert town of Al Ula, during the final week of the festival. It must have been one of the last flights of this wonderful airplane.

13sep21 5715 A-29A 31400058 wlo
An Embraer A-29A Super Tucano of the Forca Aérea Bra-
sileira (3°/3°GAv) crashed in the morning due to an engine
failure, and came down at Campo Grande. The pilot managed
to eject from the aircraft and is fine. After being rescued, he
was sent to a hospital for examination and observation. The
reason for the engine failure was an engine oil leak during
flight, causing it to stall. The pilot managed to glide the air-
craft within three miles of the Campo Grande base runway
and, when he realised that he would not be able to return,
he operated the ejection lever on the Martin Baker Mk seat.
The Super Tucano was completely destroyed by the impact
and the fire.

13sep21 N162DF Beech 58P TJ-403 dam
The Faford Aviation Leasing Beech Baron sustained substan-
tial damage on an attempted return to Palo Alto Airport (CA)
and subsequent forced landing to San Francisco Bay wetlands
terrain after apparently clipping powerlines adjacent to Palo
Alto Airport. The sole pilot onboard the twin-engine airplane
received minor injuries.

14sep21 PS-CSM Beech B200GT BY-364 wlo
Shortly after take-off from Piracicaba Airport’s runway 35,
while in the climb out, the Beech King Air of CSM Agro-
pecudria entered a right turn, descended to the ground and
crashed in a eucalyptus forest, located about 1,5 kilometres
north of the airport. The aircraft exploded on impact and was
totally destroyed. All seven occupants were killed, among
them the Brazilian businessman Celso Silveira Mello Filho
aged 73, who was travelling with his wife and three kids.
14sep21 HT-452 Mi-8Tv 10457  wlo
The Fuerza Aviacién Naval del Pert lost a Mi-8 after it
crashed thirty miles north of Pucallpa. The crash was caused
by an engine failure after bird ingestion. Everyone onboard
escaped uninjured. Operating unit Escuadrén Aeronaval de
la Amazonia may still have Mi-8Tv HT-451 on strength, but
that has not been seen operational for a while and used to be
based at Lima. If not, this would mean the end of naval Mi-8
operations in Peru.

14sep21 B-2A dam
The United States Air Force’s Global Strike Command had one
of its Spirits suffer a hydraulic issue while on a training flight.

The stealth bomber had to make an emergency landing at
Whiteman AFB (MI), and was subsequently damaged upon
touching down and restrictions were placed over airspace
within six miles of the rural base. Released satellite images
show the B-2A to have exited the runway and coming to a
rest in the grass midfield, possibly caused by the hydraulic
mishap and a left main landing gear collapse during landing,
The stealth bomber’s intakes and exhausts have since been
covered and there is clearly a recovery and investigation
effort involving many people and vehicles underway. The
damage to the aircraft also remains unknown.

14sep21 C-GIKX Bell 206L-1 45672 dam
ABell LongRanger I, operated by Acasta Heliflight and owned
by Canadian Helicopters, was conducting a flight from Hope
Bay (NU). to a drill camp located eight miles south-southwest
of Hope Bay, with only the pilot on board. Upon landing, the
helicopter rolled over under unknown circumstances. The
pilot subsequently shut down the engine and exited the heli-
copter uninjured. A person on the ground was fatally injured.
14sep21 G-BKGL Beech 3TM A-762/CA-164 wilo
“When it rains, it pours...” This English proverb means that
accidents never come alone. Only three days after the take-
off accident of Beech 18 F-AZE] at Paris-Villaroche Air Legend,
another Beech 18 crashed. This Beech, G-BKGL of Aerial
Advantage, was completely destroyed by fire after it crashed
near the town of Vescovato on the French isle of Corse. All
three crewmembers were injured, two of them seriously
wounded, whom were transported to a hospital in Bastia. It
used to be owned by the Aircraft Restoration Company and
based at Duxford. Since May 2020, the twin was owned by
Aerial Advantage of Old Buckenham. Officially known as a
Beech 3TM, it was painted in USAAF colours with serial 1164
and known as “Good Vibrations”.

15sep21 PK-OTW DHC-6-300 493 wlo
A Rimbun Air de Havilland Twin Otter, performing a forty
minute freight flight from Nabire to Intan Jaya (Indonesia)
with three crew members, had attempted an approach to
Intan Jaya’s Bilorai Airport in dense fog when the crew initi-
ated a go-around. A short time later loud noises of an impact
and trees falling was heard at the airport without ever sight-
ing the aircraft. A signal of the emergency locator transmitter
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(ELT) activated at the same time. Emergency services were
dispatched and attempted to find the aircraft. About two
hours later a helicopter was able to locate the aircraft at an
altitude of 7,870 feet, which is 2.4 miles from the runway. It
was totally destroyed and sadly no signs of survivors.

A total of nineteen CH-47C Chinook transport helicopters
were delivered to the Spanish Army, divided in two batches.
The first batch of ten were delivered as Z.17-1 through
Z.17-10 in the period December 1972 - November 1977. The
first of this batch, Z.17-1, was lost in a crash on 20 February
1973. The remaining helicopters were later re-registered as
HT.17-02 through HT.17-10.

The second batch of nine helicopters were delivered as
HT.17-11 through HT.17-19 in the period January 1982 - June
1987. All eighteen remaining Chinooks were later upgraded
from CH-47C to CH-47D configuration, retaining their HT-17
designation. HT.17-13 was lost in a crash on 17 January 1995.

Most of the remaining fleet are currently stored at Colmenar
Viejo Airbase awaiting their upgrade to CH-47F configura-
tion. The Chinooks have always been coded ET-4xx, with xx
corresponding to the digits after the dash in the serials. The
recent report of a Spanish CH-47F coded ET-420 test flying
from the Boeing facility at Philadelphia (PA) and reportedly
having been delivered to the Spanish Army is therefore a bit
of a surprise. Is this an upgraded and re-registered former
Spanish CH-47D or a factory fresh CH-47F? The serial has not
been confirmed yet.

The Indian Air Force is set to buy 24 second-hand Mirage
2000 fighter aircraft from France. The need for the additional
Mirage 2000s is to strengthen the IAFs ageing fleet of the
fourth-generation fighters and also secure parts for its three
existing squadrons; 1 Squadron Tigers, 7 Squadron Battle
Axes and 9 Squadron Wolfpack, all operating from Gwalior/
Maharajpur Air Force Station (AFS) in the state of Madhya
Pradesh.

It is reported that the IAF has initiated a contract worth 27
million euros to buy the Mirage 2000s and that the aircraft
will soon be shipped to India in containers. Out of the 24 air-
craft, thirteen are in complete condition with engine and
airframe intact with eight of them ready to fly after servic-
ing. The remaining eleven aircraft are partially complete but
with fuel tanks and ejection seats, which will be scavenged
to secure parts.

The exact variant of the 24 additional aircraft was not
revealed, but this might be a mix of single seat and dual seat
aircraft.

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Ukraine at 30 - The Independence Parade

Independence Day is celebrated as a national holiday in
Ukraine on 24 August, sometimes with a military parade
in Kyiv (Kiev). This year, a huge military parade was held
to commemorate the 30th anniversary of independence
from the Soviet Union. The independence of Ukraine was
proclaimed during that fateful week in August 1991, which
saw a coup against the Soviet-leadership, which eventually
led to the dissolution of the Soviet Union later that year. Not
surprisingly, the parade was held near Independence Square,
the aircraft following Hrechatik Street and the Dnepr River
from South to North. Smaller events were held in Odessa and
nearby, on the Dnepr River in Kyiv, featuring naval forces
with air support. Foreign allies were present with aircraft
as well, like Poland, Slovakia, the United Kingdom, and the
United States. Full dress rehearsals were held on 18, 20 and
22 August, mainly outside business hours to limit disruption
of normal live, and traffic, in Kyiv. In the days and weeks
leading up to mid-August smaller formations of aircraft could
already be seen practising over Kyiv.

The parade took place inthe morning of 24 August 2021, which
was spent at Vasylkiv, the base that hosted most participants
for the parade. Other participants flew from their respective
home bases, namely Polish F-16s, a USAF KC-135, Ukrainian
Su-24s and Su-27 and transports, whilst two RAF Typhoons
were sent to Kyiv’s Borispyl airport from their temporary
base in Romania. A full-dress rehearsal was witnessed over
Kyiv in the early evening of 20 August, from a spot near the
Church of St Nicholas the Wonderworker, providing good
views of the flight path. The parade featured a great line-up
of Ukrainian fighter jets, like Su-24s, Su-25s, Su-27s, and
MiG-29s, recently acquired Airbus helicopters, like an EC145
and EC225s, and wonders of the Kyiv-based Antonov Design
Bureau like the An-70, a pair of An-72s, and the An-225 no
less. Ukrainian Army helicopters proved a bit of a challenge
as some did not wear borts, not even on paper behind the
windows. Of the foreigners, only the Slovaks participated in
the rehearsals. Apart from one MiG-29 and one Su-25, the
same aircraft participated in the rehearsal on 20 August.

Mexico 211th Independence Day

The essence of the Mexican military parade in one picture: a T-6C+ Texan II of the Mexican navy (SEMAR) taxiing out at Santa Lucia air force
base, with construction work still taking place for Mexico City’s new Felipe Angeles airport in the background. Our local correspondent Enrique
Giese flew with the navy during the parade and provided this report.

For years, Mexican Independence Day is celebrated as a
national holiday on 16 September, usually with ahuge military
parade in Mexico City. From early August, practice flights for
the air parade commemorating the 211th anniversary of the
Independence of Mexico started at the new facilities of the
Military Air Base No. 1 in Santa Lucfa. It is worth mentioning
that Santa Lucia was totally reconstructed in the past years,
including the runways, military facilities, and administrative
areas. The new base was inaugurated last February 10 when
a Mexican air force Boeing 737 landed for the first time on its
new military runway. As of today, everything has been put
in operation, including the military control tower, which is
independent from the civil part of the airbase, named Felipe
Angeles International Airport (FAIA).

This year’s air group was called “Independence” and was
made up of military aircraft from the Secretariat of the
Navy, the Secretariat of National Defense (air force) and the
National Guard. As of August 9, the aircraft and their crews
began to arrive at Santa Lucia, near Mexico City, beginning
practices for an event of this nature and magnitude. Just days
before the actual air parade, a review took place by the high
command of the air force and the navy, who checked the per-
fection of flights carried out. The approval was given on 11
September.

On parade day, 16 September, no less than 99 aircraft (71
fixed-wing and 28 helicopters), of different types, organized
in different types of manoeuvres. Five passes were made
during the formal ceremony and 29 passes from the runoff
to the closing of the parade, with an approximate effective
flight time over the capital’s centre at Z4calo of about 2 hours
and 7 minutes and a real flight time, from the take-off of the
first aircraft until the last landing of almost 3 hours!

For aviation, the parade was divided into three parts: during
the formal ceremony, PC-7 and T-6C + aircraft participated,
throwing tricolour smoke in the colours of the Mexican flag:
green, white and red. Subsequently, navy and army para-
troopers jumped from a Mexican Air Force helicopter, to land
precisely in the place indicated on the Zécalo, in front of the
National Palace, continuing with an infiltration and exfil-
tration exercise of special forces in two EC725 helicopters
aircraft of both the air force and the navy. After this demon-
stration, the traditional air parade over the Zdécalo of Mexico
City started.

The crews were made up of about 250 pilots, of which
three were female pilots. Two of them flying the PC-7 as an
advanced instructor and aircraft commander respectively.
The third flew as an aircraft commander on the T-6C+, the
latter belonging to the acrobatic squadron seen at the largest
air show in Mexico, FAMEX 2021, which was held at Santa
Lucia later in September 2021.
