Fort Hood, Texas is undoubtedly considered the ultimate home for the Apache attack helicopter. In the late-eighties, two 
divisional battalions and also the 6th Caval ry Brigade (Air Combat) with three squadrons resided here, and almost every 
Apache unit has seen a tour of duty at Fort Hood before being declared operational on the AH-64.

AH-640 Training 
The Unit Fielding & Training Program (UFTP) for the AH-640 
Longbow Apache is basically the same as the fielding pro­
gram of the AH-64A. Again, a battal101 , :~ attached to the 21 st 
Cav for approximately 200 days dunng which 1t IS prepared in 
live phases to leave as a combat-ready umt. These phases 
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comprise of individual/crew/team training, gunnery exerctses, 
company collective training, battalton collective training, and 
finally a unrt certification evaluation. CONUS units simply 
deploy to Fort Hood for TOY and OCONUS unit first inactivate 
at their home station and are officially reactivated at Fort Hood. 

Not all aircraft amve factory-fresh from 
the remanufactul'ing line at Boeing­
Mesa (AZ). Some units that were 
equipped nrst with AH-64O Block I 
aircraft (1-227lh AVN. 1-Jrd AVN. 1-4th 
AVN) sent these aircraft Into the RESET 
program after a tour of duty in Iraq, and 
received newer Block II machines.

Night Vis10n Sensor (TADS/PNVS) equipment (commonly 

known as M-TADS} 

In add1Uon lo a small number of U.S. Almy AH-64O Longbow 
Apaches belonging to the 21st CAV BOE the Royal 
Netherlands Air Force has eight AH-64Os pennanently 
assigned lo the Netherlands Apache Training Detachment 
(NATO Fort Hood) since 1999, and also the Kuwart Air Force 
set up a similar detachment with four AH-64Ds in early-2007. 

The future 
To date, all active-duty battalions have completed the UFTP, 
and five reserve component bat1al10ns are planned to go 
through a three-year transition program These plans may be 
subject to change, since the Almy 1s s1111 trying to get more A­
models through the remanufactunng process. If successful. 
this would mean that more Army National Guard units will go 
through the UFTP

There is an obvious advan1age ,n selecting aircraft types that 
share cockpit lay-outs or engines. like members or the Airbus family. Companies can save costs. not only on pilot training but also 
on aircraft maintenance. Using different versions or the same basic type can also save on the necessary amount or spare parts. So 
the advantages of standardIsa1Jon are more than ob111ous. Despite these advantages there Is only one airline in the world that can 
boast on the fact that they operate as many as fifteen different aircraft types And when this air1me, the British Air Atlantique Classic 
Flight, invited Saamble ror a visit we could not refuse. In fact manager Will Jarman wrote us: "We would be very pleased to welcome 
you on our night to the Open Day 2006 at RNAS Culdrose. So you can expenenoe for yourself how we operate~ Three hours of 
Dakota 0ying, yes please I 

Air Allantique Classic Flrght Is a part of the Air AllantIque Group. Its sister company Atlantic Air Transport offers both ad-hoe and 
contract passenger and cargo charter flights over an area which covers Europe, North and South America, Afnca and the Middle 
East. In ackhllon to ,ts air charter activities. the Group offers a wide variety or aviation services including aero-engine and propeller 
repair and overhaul. aircraft for aerial surve,llanoe, photography. reconnaissance marine pollution investigation and dispersant 
spraying, h1stonc aircraft pleasure and display flying and corporate aircraft management Other members of the Group are 
Inverness-based Highland Airways and Coventry-based Atlantic Reconnaissance. CFS Aeroproducts, Avialton Heritage and 
Classic Aviatton Projects.The latest. but unsuccessful, concept within the Air Atlantique Group was Atlantic Express which offered 
passenger services between Jersey and London Stansted. Its flee! consisted of one ATR72-200 . three ATR42-300, and one 
Fairchild Metro Ill, borrowed from Atlantic Air Transport. The services started on 27 May 2006 but ceased on 15 January 2007. 

The start of Air Atlantique 
In 1969 the present chairman or the company. Mike Collett. started a company on the Channel Island Jersey. offering hangarage, 
operabon facilittes and some maintenance factlrhes. under the company name of General Aviation Services Ltd Later that year an 
air taxi service was started using a single Cessna 336 aircraft. providing ad hoe charters out of Jersey Airport. This first aircraft was 
soon followed by a Cessna 337 and a Cessna 310. In 1970 subsidiary company General Aviation Sales Ltd was established, 
initially trading in second hand aircraft. but soon becoming U.K. distributor for the American Aviation AA-1 Trainer and AA-5 Yankee. 
In 1971 General Aviation Sales Ltd. moved to Sherburn in Elmet, a small airfield near Leeds, and tater to Doncaster. Here the 
company traded as Eastern Aviation and not only sold aircraft but also operated the a,rfteld and the local flying club with success 
In , 974 ,t was decided to sell General Aviation Sales Ltd. and to cease the operation or Doncaster airfield. General Aviation Services 
started using the now fam1har name of Air Atlantique towards the latter part of 1975 At that time the company was back in Jersey, 
using a fleet of Cessna 310 and Cessna 411 aircraft. In 1976 the company purchased the first two or several Dakotas, an aircraft 
type that has become the symbol or Air AUantique. These two DC-3s were operated for survey work as well as ror ad hoe cargo 
charters. Three years later the company purchased its first pair or DC-6 air1iners, but their introduction was not really successful as 
ii coincided with the 011 cnsis or 1980. One DC-6 saw limited service with Air Atlanhque before being sold abroad. while the second 
one was sadly broken up al Mansion 

Atlantic Air Transport 
In 1981 Air Allantique decided to leave Jersey and move to Blackpool airport. In the same year the company expanded ,ts Dakota 
fleet from two to eight aircraft, wtuch were supplemented by a ninth Oak in 1982. All the ·new· Dakotas were obtained from other 
British airlines that had switched to more modem types or had merged into other a1r1ines. Apart from the actlvltJes already 
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mentioned, the DC-3s were also active in overnight mail and package deliveries all over the United Kingdom, on contract with lhe 
British Royal Mail. Sometimes Dakotas were even used as a transport for skydivers. But Blackpool did not provide the hangarage 
and the maintenance facilities Air Atlantique had hoped for, so the company moved again in 1984, this time to Stansted. There the 
company first used another name i.e. Atlantic Air Transport. A newly introduced aircraft type, the Bristol Freighter, was the first to carry 
the new name. But although the aircraft wore full Atlantic Air Transport colours, they were actually owned by an Independent 
company, lnstone Airlines. As dedicated freighter aircraft they provided excellent transport facilities, not in the least thanks to the big 
cargo doors In the nose. In 1986, US company Northwest Airlines decided to lake a very unusual step. To commemorate their Gorn 
anniversary they decided t.o hire one of the Air Allantique Dakotas and have it painted in their 1940 company colours. In the 
Northwest colours this Dakota visited a number of British airshows that year. much to the liking of the spoilers community. 

Moving to Coventry 
As the authorities or Stansted were determined to redevelop and expand the airport, A,r Atlanlique decided to move once again, this 
time to its present home at Coventry. The step was a very rewarding one, as lhe company obtained a contract from the Bntish 
Department of Transport for Pollution Control duties one year later. Initially this work was undertaken by two Dakotas and five Britten 
Nonnan Islanders for the spraying of 011 d1spersants, and one Cessna 402B was used for surveillance and patrol duties. Soon the 
Islanders were all put aside and replaced by more DC-3s, while a Cessna 404, in the surveillance role. joined the ranks as an 
addition to the Cessna 4028. In that same year, 1987, the 
company once again acquired a DC-6, G-SIXC, from a US 
cargo company. This gave an immense boost to the cargo 
capabilities or Air Atlantique as it increased from 3,5 tons (in 
a Dakota) to thirteen tons of cargo in a DC-6. In 1988 an 
attempt was made lo start passenger services from 
Southampton lo the Channel Islands, using a single British 
Aerospace 748. Unfortunately the services were highly 
unsucoessful and the 48 seater aircraft was disposed off. 
Air Atlantlque concentrated on the activities it did best: 
adhoc cargo transport, pollubon control and pleasure 
Hying, to and at airshows. Two former pollution control 
Islanders were round to be very useful in a new role. One 
was used by Air Alba out of Inverness Airport, fulfilling mail 
delivery and air taxi work to the Outer Hebrides islands. The 
second Islander was refitted and used on contract to the 
Bnlish Coastguard. It provided aerial surveillance over the 
busy English Channel ship route. In the mean time the 
cargo activities proved very successful and In 1989 a 
second DC-6, G-APSA, was bought by lnstone. This Six had 
been stored at the airfield of SanaA m Yemen for many 
years After the necessary overhaul it was repainted in a 
new colour scheme, wearing both Air Allanbque and 
tnstone titles. 

Air Corbiere 
In 1991 the company made another auempt to enter lhe 
passenger market, concentrating on services between the 
British Midlands region and the Channel Islands. The 
flights, operating under the name or Air Corbiere, were cent­
red on Coventry, linking this city with Liverpool, Gloucester, 
Jersey, Guernsey and Rennes in France. Air Corbiere 
operated Cessna 406 Caravans, a single Cessna 402C 
and ultimately a Fairchild Metro Ill. Unfortunately the pass­
enger services proved unsuccessful too, and were ceased 
in 1993 The Caravans were disposed off, and the Cessna 
402C was redeployed as an aerial survey aircraft. Carrying 
various electronic equipment it was used to monitor 
pollution in the estuaries around the British coastline. The 
Metro was passed on to Atlantic Air Transport, where It was 
used for passenger and small parcel charters (e.g. OHL). 

Introducing the Electra 
With the acquisition of its first Lockheed L-188 Electra in 
1993, Air Atlantique took a giant step forward. The first 
Electra entered service in lhe spring of 1994, soon to be 
followed by a second one. The speed of 300 knots and the 

During our v1s1t to Coventry, we were ortered the unique 
opportunity lo JOIO the AACF trip to the Air Day at RNAS Culdrose 
on 13 July 2006. And we found out lhat nying a historic 
propllner is really different from the usual (jet) airliner trip. 
Even the check in procedure was done al leisure. no 
nervousness or rushing at all. And although the atmosphere 
amongst the crew and passengers was very relaxed and the 
baggage check was done In open air, this was done very 
thoroughly, even the contents or your sandwiches was 
discussed! Finally we were given permission to board Dakota 
G-AMPY, and 11 was a thrill to climb into a OC-3 in full RAF 
colours. realising that is was the year 2006. After everyone 
had buckled up the crew introduced itself. Bolh pilots, Jon 
Gowdy and John Dodd, were about half the age of the 
aeroplane, but they treated the "Old Lady" with true respect 
Although no.2 engine had some hes1tat1on to go to work, the 
pilots finally convinced ii to start. During take off you realise 
that this is what aviation really Is about The roar of the engines, 
the vibration, the obvious speed during the take off run, and 
the llfUng of the tail made many passengers smile! Flying at a 
passenger convenient altitude. we had the opportunity to enjoy 
the British scenery. We only climbed lo a higher altitude. for 
safety reasons, when we crossed the Bristol Channel. After 
one and a half hour of flying we reached our destination, Royal 
Navy Air Station Culdrose. Arriving during an airshow and 
actually being guided to your parking place as part of the 
static show gives an additional dimension to your trip. It gives 
you a true VIP feeling! The alrshow itself was really worth 
while, seeing so many Royal Navy helicopters at one time 
was unique. But there was more, two FR Aviation Falcons 
G-FRAF and G-FRBA, together with four Royal Navy Hawks, 
and even RAF VC-10 XV104 in special paint, commemorating 
40 years or service life. were appetizers for the RIAT at Fa,rford, 
three days later. In the static show the new Irish Air Corps 
Eurocopter EC-135 P2 270. twoseater Harner ZB603 and 
Hunter TT G-VETA were interesting Items. After the show, 
boarding your own plane Is surely the best option for transport.

range or 2000 nautical miles were two of the main advantages over the Electra's predecessor, the DC-6. On top or this the Electra 
has a cargo capacity or fifteen tons compared to the thirteen tons of the DC-6. In 2001 the last propliner joined the Air Allantique fleet 
when Convair CV-440 CS-TML was bought from the Portugese Agroar Trabalhoa Aereos. On 19 July or that year it was registered 
to Atlantic Air Transport Ltd as G-CONV. For some months the aircraft rendered services to Air Atlantique. carrying its run livery and 
titles, until fate struck. On 29 October 2001 one of its engines caught fire soon after lake off, necessitating an emergency landing 
at Coventry. Since that day G-CONV was stored at that airfield, next to the Eleclra's, allegedly because the damage was beyond 
economical repair. Although this Convair was still present during our Scramble visit ii has since moved. In December 2006 it was 
trucked lo Carluke In Scotland. but 11 is very doubtful if 11 will ever Oy again. 

Atlantic Airlines goes independent 
Atlantic Airlines was established In 1994 and started operations in 1998 (ICAO code NPT, and callsign Neptune) It was formed as 
part of the Air All.antique Group to specialise In the supply of contract and ad hoe cargo services worldwide, especially within Europe 
and across the Atlantic. Since July 2001 Allant.ic Airlines has traded independently within the group and continues to broaden its 
product range and capability, for Instance through the signing of a strategic alliance with a similar specialist operator. En1mex of 
Estonia. Atlantic Airlines which previously operated all airline activities for the Atlantic Holdings group (owners of Air Allantique), was 
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subJect to a management buy-out m July 2004 and now operates as an independent company The present company Atlantic 
Airlines limited was Cfeated on 28 May 2004 and is based in Coventry. Its main bases are Coventry Airport (CVT) and Riga 
International Airport (RIX), with hubs at Cologne/Bonn (CGN), Liege (LGG) and Tallinn Airport (Tll). Atlantic Alr1ines Limlled holds 
a United Klngdom Civil Aviation Authority Type A Operating Licence, permitting it to carry passengers. cargo and mall on aircraft with 
20 or more seats Atlanhc Airlines also holds a contract to provide the UK Maritime and Coastguard Agency with Electra aircraft fitted 
with aenal spray equipment to combat 011 potlulion at sea Its neet today (March 2007) consists of three British Aerospace ATPs {G­
BTPH, G-BUUR, and G-MANH). two Lockheed L-188AF, one L-188C, three L-188CF, and four L-188PF Electra's. These are 
supplemented by two Tupolev Tu-204-120C cargo a,raaft. This makes Atlantic Airlines the biggest Electra operator in the world. As 
spare parts for these aircraft are increasingly difficult to obtain AUantrc Airlines has bought a number of surplus Electra aircraft on 
the market. These were withdrawn from use at Coventry and are cannibalized part-by-pan Apan from two fomler Reeve Aleutian 
machines (one of them carrymg "Reeve Illusion~ titles. Is N9744C, c/n 1140. the other is N178RV. c/n 2010) there was also a fonner 
Fred Olsen (in red OHL hvery) present at the time of our visit. 

A truly unique airline 
The Classic Fbght has a very speaal poStllon within the Air Atlantlque Group. Neither the character of Its neet. nor its activllles match 
those of any other Air Atlantique subsid1c1ry company. One of its Dakota's, for instance, Is used from time to time in radar testing, 
while the others are over more frequenUy used for pleasure nights with passengers. This comprises visits to airshows at home as 
well as abroad. pleasure rides dunng these shows. and special theme Oights, like those to the Nonnandy beaches. But a,rshow 
organisations can also hire Air AUantIque aircraft for a demonstration during their show The love for historic aircraft at Air Allantique 
has resulted in a neat that contains several interesting. sometimes even unique, aircraft. Air Attanllque IS the proud owner of the 
worlds only airworthy Twin Pioneer, and owns one of Britain's two airworthy AVRO Anson's and two Dragon Rapides Another goal. 
getting an AVRO Shaddeton back into the a,r. has not been reached. Air Atlantique owns two aircraft of the type, one of which, 
N790WL (ex WL790) IS still residing 10 the USA At present ,t has been impossible to return the AEW version of the famous ·Growler· 
back into the air The second Shackleton Is stored at Coventry. where a number of enthusiasts provide tender loving care. The 
expertise ,n the maintenance of btg propeller dnven aircraft has not remained unnoticed In Europe. The company has provided the 
maintenance for the RAF Battle of Bnta1n Memorial Dakota In the past years. More recently It was even awarded a contract for the 
major overhaul of the BoBMF Lancaster PA474. Relahvely new in Air Allanllque are the m1htary jets. In 2004 an Armstrong Whitworth 
Meteor NF Mk 11 nightflghter was obtained out of the llquIdahon of Jet Hentage Ltd . at Hum Thal same year two de Hav1lland Jets 
were acquired. a Venom and a Vampire For the future, two former Swiss Air Force Venoms are held in storage But the most 
ImpressIve Jets at Coventry. without any doubt. are two English Electric Canberra's One of these, WK163. Is painted m the hvery It 
wore in 1955, when ,t operated as a test bed for the Double Scorpion and Viper 1et engines. The second Canberra. a T mk 4 (which 
is in fact WJ874) was painted as Canberra prototype VN799 In 1999. This was done to commemorate the types 50th anniversary 
in that year Allhough some aircraft are officially registered to Aviation Hentage Ltd., they are actually operated by lhe Air Atlantlque 
Classic Flight 

The current fleet of the AACF consists of the following aircraft: 
G-AGTM de Havilland DH89A Dragon Rap1de 6746 
This Rapide was built in 1944 by the Brush Coachworks at Loughborough as NF875 for lho RAF. Already on 19 September 1945 
ii was taken up In the Bntish CIVIi register as G-AGTM for the Iraq Petroleum Transpon Co Ltd From 1953 to 1962 ll operated as OD­
ABP for the Arab Contracting and Trading Col Saad Transport In Beiroet After two years of nylng In Jordan as JY-ACL, the biplane 
returned to the United Kingdom, and was r99tstered as G-AGTM once again From 1964 to 1977 she operated for the Army 
Parachute Training Assooallon. later Parachute Regiment Free-fall Club, and finally Army Parachute Assooatlon After being sold 
to mr Martin Barraclough and partners, G-AGTM reoeIved a maJor overhaul In 1978 at Netheravon. At this occasion a military colour 
scheme w,th Its original registration NF875 and code 603-CH were apphed Unhl 1994 the machine had an impressive hst of 
owners who all used it for pleasure nights The last owner before Air Allanttque was AVlallon Heritage Lid. Owner Dave Geddes 
decided to fully restore the DH-89 resulting in a full Certificate of Airworthiness that was renewed on 15 November 1996 In January 
1999 G-AGTM was sold to Air Atlanllque 

G-AIDL de Hav1lland DH89A Dragon Raplde 6968 

This machine was built 10 1946 as RAF TX310 On 23 August 1946 it was taken up 10 the British civil register as G-AIDL "The 
Wandere~ reg1Stered to a certain Enc L. Gandar-Dower, acting for Allied Airways Ltd, at Dyce. Passing through numerous small 
companies G-AIDL finally JO•ned the Army Parachute Assoc,allon ,n 1967 This Bntish Army club used this Dragon Raplde until 
1972. After then it was used solely for pleasure Oights. It started with Southam Joyrides Ltd at Biggin Hill, and as from 11 March 
1987 11 was used by AJr Caemarfon. This company new G-AIDL until 26 May 1995 when It was acquired by Air Atlant1que. In recent 
years G-AIDL has earned a rather uninteresting white and silver colour scheme. but that is about to change After the maJor overhaul 
this machine is receiving dunng the 2006-2007 winter season. it will reappear In a post war white. silver and blue RAF scheme with 
its ong1nal reg1sttat1on 

G-AKIU Percival ProctorV Ae129 

This aircraft was bull! In 1948 at Luton as a company plane for Rolls Royce Ltd in Derby It served this company until 1962. After a 
number of owners had nown the Proctor It was pennanently withdrawn from use on 10 September 1965. Years later in 1983. the 
machme, less wings. was bought by Sandy Topen. He presented II as a project to the North Weald Restoration Flight, but they 
decided lo sell it In 1988 On 4 January 2006 It was registered to Air Atlanlique who transported the aircraft 10 Hornet Aviation Lid . 
Seaton Ross for restoration At their facilities the complete overhaul of the Proctor wm be perfonned. and they are currently working 
on the second wing . The first wing and fuselage have been transported to CFS at Coventry for final assembly Its first flight after 
restoration Is scheduled ror the autumn of 2007 

G-AMPY Douglas C-478-15-DK Dakota 3 15124/26569 

This Dakota was built in 1944 in Oklahoma as USAAF 43-49308. As such II was delivered on 10 November 1944, but already on 24 
November it was registered to the RAF as KK116. On 8 March 1952 it was sold to Jerome Anthony Wilson from Speke. who had It 
registered as G-AMPY for his company Starways Ltd. In 1958 G-AMPY was temporanly sold to Jordan as JY-ABE. but ,t returned to 
Speke withm one year. where it was then operated for Aviation Overhauls Ltd This company leased the Dakota to Iceland as TF-FIO. 
returning to Aviation Overhauls Ltd on 3 August 1965. A planned sale to Aviation Enterpnse Inc. as N15751 fell through and G-AMPY 
stayed in the Un,ted Kingdom. New owners were Intra Airways and later Jersey European. The latter wanted to sell G-AMPY lo 
Clyden Airways as EI-BKJ but this sale was also unsuccessful. Instead the Dakota was sold lo Air Allantique Lld .. Jersey on 15 
February 1982. From 1989 ,t was officially registered to Oak Ho1dings Lld. Coventry from where 11 performed numerous pollution 
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Two Dragon Rap,des noxt to oaeh other. w,th the G-AIDL in front (Duxford. JUii 2004) 

control flights On 15 March 2000 G-AMPY was registered to Atlanttc Air Traru;port For a number of years now this Dakota has been 
flying in its original RAF colour scheme with KK116 regIstraoon. 

G-AMRA Douglas C-478-15-DK Dakota 6 15290126135 

This C-47 was also built in 1944 for the USAAF. albeit In Santa Monica On 25 November 1944 it was delivered to tts new owner as 
43-49474 but on 18 December of the same year passed on lo the RAF as KK151 After a relatively short service perlOd It was 
registered as G-AMRA on 8 March 1952. Like G-AMPY ,t was owned by the same mr Wilson or Starways Lld From 11 April 1953 G­
AMRA was sold to Alrwork Lid and was operated on behalf of Transair As such Il was sometimes used on RAF trooping nights, 
strangely enough not under its former RAF re9Istratt0n KK151 but as XE280 Until mid 1960 the aircraft was leased to Aden 011 
Refining On 5 September 1960 Bnhsh United Airways Lid became its new owner. to be followed by Bntlsh United (Channel 
Islands). Morton Air Seivtees. and smaller companies such as British & Commonwealth Sh1pp1ng Co .. Bntish Island Airways Ltd . 
Humber Airways Ltd Intra Airways Ltd . and Eastern Airways After a short film career. m which G-AMRA pelfonned as Aeroflot 
Llsunov Li-2 CCCP-7245 It was passed on to tls new owner Air Atlanlique Lid Jersey on 21 October 1981 It was rereglstered to 
Atlanhc Air Transport on 15 March 2000. Presenlly G-AMRA is the only Dakota to carry full company hvery. 

G-ANAF Douglas C-478-35-DK Dakota 3 16688/33436 

Percival Prentice G-APJB in a hangar of the AACF. 
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Just like G-AMRA this Dakota was built in Santa Monica in 1944. On 9 June 1945 one day after its delivery to the USAAF as 44-
TT104, the aircraft was registered to the RAF as KP220. B.K.S. Aerocharter Ltd took 11 over on 17June 1953 as G-ANAF "Jean 
Batten", named after the famous New Zealand lady aviation pioneer After a career with B.K.S. Air Transport Ltd., Hunting 
Aerosurveys Ltd. and Hunting Surveys Ltd 1t was acquired by Air Atlanlique on 17 October 19TT. From 1985 to 1987 G-ANAF 
operated for Air Luton before being sold as N170GP to Starflite Corporalron tn Miami. On 22 July 1988 G-ANAF was registered m 
Bntam again. this time with AUanUc Atr Transport. Since then this Dakota has mainly been used by the British Ministry of Defence as 
flying test bed for new radar systems. II was initially used to test the Racal Radar. and later in the THALES proiect. Al this moment 
G-ANAF still carries the lilies of this prOJect. Apart from a very distJnctJve chm radome this aircraft is also equipped with several 
aerials protruding from the fuselage 

G-APJB Percival P.40 Prentice T1 PAC/086 

This machine was built in 1948 at Luton. as RAF trainer VR259. Its first user was No.2 Air S1gnallers· School at Halfpenny Green, 
which colours it again wears at present. In 1957 rt was registered as G-APJB to Avtabon Traders Ltd. Passing through various 
airfields like Stapleford, Southend, Cambridge, Thruxton, and Bagmton 11 finally arrived at Air Allantique on 3 February 1994. This 
Prentice mes as RAF VR259/M. 

G-APLO de Havilland Canada DHC-1 Chipmunk 22 C f/0144 

This Chippie was built at Hawarden m 1950 and delivered to the RAF on 19 September 1950 as WB696 It was used by 11 RFS al 
Perth with fuselage code "RCR-C" before being transferred to the Aberdeen UAS, and later the 11 RFS at Soone On 31 May 1956 
ii was registered on the civil market as EI-AHU, the owner being a certain mr. Montgomery. Within two years the Chipmunk was back 
in Britain again, receiving the registration G-APLO. With this regIstrat101l the aircraft changed hands nine bmes before finally being 
acquired by Lmdholme Aircraft Ltd. Jersey. It is painted m Cambridge UAS colours with code ·wD3791K" The Chipmunk is used for 
crew training, especially in the field of tall wheel operat.10ns. II 1s expected that Air AUantique Classic Fhght will start to offer aerobatic 
Oights to the general public in this aircraft, as soon as the official permission is granted 

G-APRS Scothsh Av1abon Twrn Pioneer 3 561 

From 17 September 1959 
it was teased lo vanous customers. most importantly Flson Alrwork Ltd Deutsche Taxiflug at Mannheim, Bntish Unrted Airways, 
Sierra Leone Airways and finally Kuwait Oil Co. In March 1965 Il was converted to Series 3 standards and Its civil registration was 
cancelled The aircraft was transferred to the Ministry of Technology and used by the Empire Test Pilot's School at RAE Farnborough 
as XT610, code 22 It later moved from the ETPS to the A&AEE at Boscombe Down. On 4 February 1975 It was delivered to Flight 
One Ltd. at Staverton as G-BCWF. From 1985 it was stored at Staverton until being acquired by Air Allantique m 1992 and named 
"Primrose•. On 9 December 1993 the airaaft was rereglstered as G-APRS. Today the "'Twin Pin" is the only airworthy example of Its 
type in the world. II mes m full RAF A&AEE Bascombe Down colour scheme 

G-APSA Douglas DC-6A 45497 

This DC-6 was built m 1958 for Maritime Central Airways and dehvered as CF-MCK on 13 June 1958. It was reregistered to Maritime 
Central Airways Ltd. as G·APSA on 12 February 1959 Soon after ferry to the United Kingdom rt was reregistered to Eagle Aviation 
Ltd. at Blackbushe. From 5 January 1961 it was registered to Cunard Eagle Airways Ltd. later British Eagle International Airlines lid. 
This company sord G-APSA to Saudia Airlines as HZ-ABA on 24 February 1964. From the end of 1971 It was used by Yemen Airways 
as 4W-ABO, untll being withdrawn from use at Sana· a. There 11 was discovered by lnstone Air Line who brought it back to 
airworthiness and flew ,t to Coventry on 26 April 1987. On 3 December 1997 it was rereg1stered to Atlantic Air Transport Ltd. 

G-ARHW de Havilland DH104 Dove 8 04512 
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This Dove was built m 1960 and registered as G-ARHW on 10 January 1961. From its delivery the aircraft was used as a company 
transport a o. ror Hawker S1ddeley Aviation After Hawker Siddeley had merged Into Bnl!Sh Aerospace lhe faithful Dove was replaced 
by biZJels G-ARHW was then sold to a private person, who turned to Air Allanuque for its maintenance. After the Cert1ncate or 
Airworthiness had expired on 19 May 2006 the aircraft remained stored at Coventry. At the end of 2006 ,t was acquired by the Air 
Allanllque Classic Flight and rs expected to return to the air this spring. 

G-AYWA Avro 19 Serres 2 1361 

Bull! as a civilian Anson. rt was dohverod to Air Congo m Albertv,lle as OO-CFA on 16 December 1946. In 1949 It was rereg1stered 
to the Sabena company. and stationed at Leopoldville, returning to Brussels in 1950 as O0-DFA The ronowrng owners were 
Coastal Air Transport. mr. van der Noot d'Assche, and a certain mr. P Plouv,er from Wevelgem in Belgium. Lea..,mg this country rt 
was registered m Britain as G AYWA, as a possible restoration project ror the Strathallan A,rcrafl Collect,on. Unfortunately the 
collechon went broke and 11 was acquired by Air Allanllque rn March 2000 At present G-AYWA Is not airworthy, and stored at CFS 
Aeroproducts Coventry outside the airfield 

TX226 Avro Anson C 19

Both Ansons were built by the Avro factories In Yeadon in 1945_ After their RAF careers they ended up at the ARCO company at 
Duxford and lhe Torbay Aircraft Museum, later Carnarfon Air World, before finally amv111g al Coventry ,n 1998 en 2000 respectively, 
Stored outside the airfield. non airworthy 

G-AZHJ Scottish Aviation Twin Pioneer 577 

Built In 1961 by Scottish Aviat10n Prestwick as XP295 for the RAF Mainly used at RAF Od1ham by 1310 Flight and the Od1ham Station 
Flight. Registered to Flight One Lid as G-AZHJ on 20 October 1971 and converted Into civrl aIr1mer. After service ii was withdrawn 
from use at Staverton From 4 September 1991 II was stored externally at the Prestwick Pt0neer PreservatJon Society In Prestwick, 
but obtained by Air AUanlJque Coventry. where It arnved by truck in dismantled cond1!1on on 13 August 1997. In store, dismantled at 
Coventry 

G-BNPU Huntmg-Peretval P66 Pembroke C1 PAC/66/87 

This Pembroke was built for the RAF as XL929 and very soon after its delivery 11 was equipped with a VIP tntenor wtth leather seats, 
bar and lotlet For a number of years tl was used as a personal transpon to Air Chier Marshall Sir Harry Broadhurst, the commander 
of RAF Bomber Command Until 1982 1I was regularly nown from a.o RAF Northolt. Kemble and Wrldenrath On 30 June 1987 the 
Pembroke was entered into the civil register as G-BNPU but 11 has not flown since. From 1988 to 1991 11 was used for instructional 
purposes by the Chelsea Technical School From thrs owner It was obtained by Air AUant,que In 2001 as a source of spare parts for 
G-BXES. 

G-BVWC English Electric Canberra 82 71399 

Thrs Canberra was built in 1954 by the AVRO Woodford factones as RAF WK163. II was not used for operational acbvrlies but new 
as a tesbed for lthe Double Scorpion and Viper Jet engines. Afterwards WK163 was flown by RAE Farnborough and ORA Bedford. 
On 2 December 1994 II was rereglstered as G-BVWC to Classic Av1allon Proiects Ltd Coventry but based at Brunllngthorpe. Early 
1997 the extended B Mk-6 radar nose was replaced by a standard B Mk.6 nose. which was removed from Canberra XH568, also 
owned by CAP. Later that same year the RAE Raspberry Ripple colours were removed and replaced by an overall sliver finish. This 
was to commemorate the a,rcrafts testbed period Passing through Duxford, RAF Wyton and Brunting1ho(pe again, It finally arrived 
at Coventry on 26 March 2000 It carries RAF 617 squadron colours and its ongmal code '"WK163" The construcllon number of this 
airframe ls given as 71399 but this 1s the cJn of XH568. the donor of the nose seclton. 

G-BWFB de Havilland DH104 Devon C1 04088 

Built In 1947 at Hawarden as VP959 for the RAF. It was used as a transporta1rcraft between MoS Establishments at Farnborough, 
Bedford. Defford., Staverton. Aberporth. Llanbedr and West Freugh. Auctioned by Sotheby's in 1994 and sold to Global Aircraft Inc. 
Canada, desbned for an alraafl collector ,n the USA. Initially this sale seemed to have faflen through and the arrctafl was registered 
to ASB Colton Aviallon Ltd as G-BWFB. Despite that, on 1 December 1997 US registration N959VP was reserved and the atrcraft 
femed to Baggm Hrll for the installation or long range tanks. As the inspector acting for the US owner did not use the Devon's brakes 
property. he ran the arrcrafl rnto a Bae125 biz jet, wrinkling the Oevon's fuselage Needless to say that he did not buy the arcrafl. 
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The mighty Canberra B2 G-BVWC. 

From February 2000 it is registered to Air Atlanbque. Currently stored unregistered at Coventry. 

G-BWWC de Havilland DH104 Devon C1 04498 

Built in 1957 at Hawarden as XM223 for the RAF. It was used as a transport between MoS Establishments at Farnborough, Bedford, 
Defford .. Staverton, Aberporth, Llanbedr and West Freugh. Auctioned in 1996 and reregistered as G-BWWC to Cormack Aircraft 
Services Ltd. Cumbemauld. From 21 January 2000 registered to Afr Atlantique where the wings or G-APSO were fitted. Current. 

G-BXES Hunting-Percival P66 Pembroke C1 PAC/66/101 

This transport aircraft was built in 1947 as XL954 for the RAF. In 1963 the Fairey Engineering company introduced a number of 
modifications to thiS Pembroke, like the fitting of floor camera doors. The aircraft flew the largest part of its operational career from 
RAF Wildenrath and during that period it is said to have been regularly used for aerial photography on behalf of the Intelligence 
Service. In May 1990 it was withdrawn from use at RAF Northoll After that. XL954 was destined to go to the USA, together with sister 
ship XF799. Thes,e aircraft seem to have been bought by a certain Richard Munslow, and XL594 was expected to become N4234C 
and fly for the BAF (British Air Force) in America Inc. But the delivery did not materialize and the airframe was obtained by Air 
Allantique in 1994. On 17 February 1999 the Pembroke made its first post restoration flight as G-BXES. 
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G-CDSX English Electric Canberra T 4 

Was built in 1955 by the Enghsh Electric company at Preston. ll was given RAF serial WJ874 and served al Coningsby, 
Bassingboum, Kemble and Aldergrove. In November 1969 WJ874 was transferred to the Royal Navy and used at the Naval Air 
Radio Installation Unit (NARIU) al RNAS Lee-on Solent. After the fitting of a TACAN Installation ,t was used by the Fleet 
Requirements & Direcllon Unit (FRADU) at Yeovillon with RN codes 84 7. 848 and 858 m chronological order On 7 April 1986 it was 
returned to the RAF, where 11 flew, coded "BM" with 231 OCU, until October 1993 and thereafter for one year with 360 Squadron, both 
at RAF Wyton. From October 1994 11 was transferred to 39 (1 PRU) Squadron at RAF Marham. where ,t received code "AS" In April 
1999 WJ874 was chosen to represent the so· anmversary of the Canberra's first Oight. For this purpose 1t was painted as "VN799" 
by Flight Refuelling Ltd At Hum. In its new livery the Canberra participated in several aeronautical events. even wmning the 
prestigious "Sword" for best British contribution at the 1999 RIAT at Fairford II was returned to Marham and was operational until 
its final flight on 1 September 2005 The Defence Sales Agency sold it to Air Atlantlque Classic Flight arnvmg at Coventry on 9 
September 2005. II still carnes pale blue colours and registration "VN799" 

G-DHDV de Havilland DH104 Devon C1 04205 

Built in 1946 at Hawarden as VP981 for the RAF. During Its service career ll was mainly used as a VIP transport for Nr Forces 
Western Europe Communications Flight, later renamed as Allied Air Forces Central Europe Communications Flight at 
Fontainebleau. France. Later with 207 squadron, Northoll. Taken up In the civil register as G-OHDV for Air Allanlique on 26 October 
1998. Together with Avro Anson G.VROE, Devon G-DHDV participated m the 25"' anniversary of Gulf Air in 2000. The Devon carried 
the registration ·-AMJZ" on the fuselage. referring to G-AMJZ, Gulf Aviation Co. Lid's first Devon. G-DHDV now carries the original 
RAF colours and code VP981 . II is fully alrworttiy and operates from Coventry 

G-OHVM de Havilland DH112 Venom F850 752 

Although parts of this aircraft were built by the Pllatus factories the final assembly was undertaken by F&W at Emmen. They 
completed this Venom as J-1542 for the Swiss Air Force on 8 July 1954. It was Initially used for high level photo reconnaissance and 
later for training purposes. After retirement it was sold as G-GONE to Glylynn Ltd. at Humm 1984. Through various owners it arrived 
with D.G.Jones of Swansea, who decided to have a standard Venom nose fitted mstead of the Swiss photo reconnaissance one. 
On 2 June 2001 G-DHVM made a wheels up landing during the Blggln Hill Air Display. but was soon repaired. Since 26 November 
2003 Aviation Heritage Ltd 1s the proud owner of this Vampire which mes as RAF "WR470".

Although the wooden fuselage was built in Nottingham, the aircraft was completed m Switzerland F&W at Altenrhein dehvered the 
Vampire to the Swiss Air Force as U-1215 on 30 December 1958. After more than thirty years or faithful service the jet was sold to 
the U.K., and registered as G-HELV to Hunter Wmg Ltd. of Hurn on 17 September 1991 It was moved to Coventry in March 2004, 
where ii was registered to Aviation Heritage Ltd on 17 May 2004. G-HELV cames the colours or RAF Vampire "XJ771". Airworthy 

G-JAYI AusterV J-1 Autocrat 2030 

This Auster was built at Rearsby m 1946 From the factory it was detivered to Belgium as 00-ABF where it new until 1957 From that 
year on 1t had several German owners flying as O-EGYK The last of them. Rudolf Thaler or Munich, sold 11 to Jens Jorgen Andersen 
of R1ngkob1ng, Denmark. He rebuilt the aircraft as OY-ALU, taken up in the register on 16 May 1979. Jens Jorgen sold the Auster 
finally In 1993 to Air Atlantique. Airworthy at Coventry. 

G-LOSM Gloster Meteor NF11 S4/U/2342 

It was built in 1952 by Armstrong W1thworth at Coventry as night fighter WM 16 7 for the RAF. It was operated by no 228 OCU, and later 
Coleme Communications Squadron After conversion to TT Mk.20 standard it was used by A&AEE Bascombe Down. It was later 
flown during MoS trials by Flight Refuelling Lid. Although officially struck of charge on 9 January 1976 and sold to Doug Arnold/ 
Warbirds or Great Britain. it lasted until 6 June 1984 before it was flown to Hum as G-LOSM. Ownership changed from Brencham 
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Historic Aircraft Ltd. to the well known Hunter One Collection. Unfortunately the founder of this collection, Mike Carlton. died In a 
Seabee crash in 1986 and the Meteor was auctioned by Christie's Consecutive owners were LGH AViation Ltd .• Jet Hentage Lid . 
Hunter Wing Lid and Bournemouth Aviation Museum, before being acquired by Air AUantlque in March 2004. Rereg,stered to 
Aviation Heritage Ltd. on 17 May 2004 G-LOSM wears the colours or a 151 squadron airctaft Airworthy 

G-SDEV de Hav,lland DH104 Sea Devon C20 04472 

Built in 1956 al Hawarden as XK895 for the Royal Navy Between 1956 and 1989 ,t served the Station Flights of vanous Naval Air 
Stations. chronologically. Loss,emouth Yeovilton. Hal Far, Lee-on Solenl. Fleellands, and Losiemouth and Yeovilton again, ending 
up at Culdrose with 771 squadron. On 18 December 1989 XK895 was withdrawn from use and stored al RAF Shawbury It was sold 
at a Sotheby s auct10n to rw. Gill and mr. Gentle of North Weald who very appropriately registered their Sea Devon as G-SOEV. It 
went throogh the hands of vanous owners before 11 was finally registered to Aviation Heritage on 20 July 2005 and is expected to 
arrive at Coventry this spring 

G-SIXC Douglas DC-6NB 45550 

This Six was built in 1958 at the Douglas Santa Monica plant. as DC-6B B-1006 for Civil Air Transport of Taiwan. Until 1962 ,t was 
regularly used on Air Amenca missions in Southeast Asia, before retumlng to CAT who used ,t until 1966 Royal Air Lao leased ii in 
1968 and 1969 as XW-PFZ It was flown to Ta,nan on 19 September 1969 and stored there until Apnl 1973. Although destined for 
Southam Air Transport as N93459 for which it was converted to DC-6A/B status, dehvery to this customef failed In July 1978 11 was 
sold to Transcontinental Airlines instead, as N90645, who used it until 1987 On 20 March 1987 ,t was registered to Atlantic Air 
Transport as G-SIXC, which Is a remarkable registration ror a DC-6NB . The aircraft was regularly used In the eighties and 
nineties espooally on behalf of the car industry In central England From the tum of the century 11 was flown less and less. but 
together with s1stershIp G-APSA 11 Is kept m airworthy condition In 2006 both aircraft were Oown to Dunsfold where they figured In 
the latest Jame!. Bond film Casino Royale", 9IvIng the British airfield a Miami appearance. G-SIXC Is expected to be sold in the 
near future. 

G-VROE A.vro 652A Anson T21 3634 

Although this Anson was built In 1951 In Chadderton as a T Mk 21 trainer for the RAF. WD413, it was soon refitted to operate as a 
transport C Mk 21 . In this role 11 was used by the Communication Flights or Bomber Command at Booker, later of Fighter 
Command, and after that of Training Command, both at Bovingdon In 1977 It was sold as G-BFIR 10 a civilian. mr GM K. Fraser 
at East Midlands. After an unfortunate ground loop in 1980, parts or Anson G·AGWE and the centre sechon or G-AHIC were needed 
for a complete rebuilt After years or wandering around between numerous owners ,t finally amved at Duxford In July 1996 The 
Anson was completely overhauled there by the ARCO specialist team and registered to Air AUanhque on 3 March 1998 as G-VROE. 
In 2000 G-VROE temporanly recerved a Gulf Aviation Co. Ltd. hvery, to commemorate the 25 th anniversary or Gulf Alr To prevent any 
difficulty with its own registration G-VROE, it only earned • -AIWX .. , refemng to G-AIWX, Gulf AViatlon's second Avro Anson. In March 
2000 the Anson new to Bahrain to take part in the commemoration festiv11tes It currently 01es in its original silver RAF colour scheme 
with code WD413 

N790WL Avro Shackleton MR2 

II was built In 1953 by Avro Woodford as RAF WL790 It was used in the maritime surveillance role by numeroos squadrons 240. 
204. 269. 204 again. 210. and 205 at Changi, Singapore From the end of 1971 the conversion to AEW Mk 2 standard was 
performed, ending up in its delivery to 8 squadron Klnloss on 20 September 1972. Mer its servtce career 11 was sold to the 
Shackleton Preservation Trust, who passed the aircraft on lo Air Attantique In 1993 It was prepared al Coventry and flown lo Macon, 
USA where it was registered as N790WL to Atlantic Gulf Aviation/ Shackleton Aviation Inc. Wilmington The aircraft that is nicknamed 
"Mr McHenry ,s looked after by people of the CommemoraUve Air Force at Midland Texas II ,s strongly hoped that this famous 
·growler° which is very close lo a1rworlh1ness will make lhe return flight to Europe in the summer of 2008 ... . 
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WR963 Avro Shackleton MR2 

This Shackleton was built in 1954. also In Woodford, as RAF WR963. II served a number of maritime surveillance squadrons, like 
224 (Gibraltar), 49 (Coleme), 210 (Ballkelly), and 38 squadron at Hat Far, Malla. From there It went to Chang,. Singapore with 205 
squadron. In 1971 1t was converted to AEW Mk 2 standard at Bitteswell After 17 years with no 8 squadron at Kinloss it was sold to 
the Shackleton Preservation Trust on 29 June 1988 They transferred it to Air Atlantlque at Coventry. It is kept there, as WR963 ·x• in 
open storage, but 1I is receiving tender loving care from people from the Preservation Trust Not airworthy 

Both Convalr CV-440 G~CONV (c/n 484 ) and former Royal Navy Hunter WT711 , code 833 that were present during our visit In July 
2006 have now gone. They were sold to Retro Aviation, who has transported the aircraft to Cartuke, Scotland. The Convair is 
deprived of its wings and tail, and it is very unlikely that it will ever fly again. The Hunter is up for sate for a mere £9000. 

The future of the Air Atlantique Classic Flight 
In the autumn of 2006 the aviation community was aroused by advertisements in the media in which AACF was offe,red for sale. Any 
bid over £1 million was to be considered. Alr Atlantique chairman Mike Collett cared to explain this rather unusual step during a 
press conference held on 14 December 2006. It had become obvious that the Classic Flight will have to leave Coventry, as its 
presence seems Lo interfere with the expansion of the airport. So lhe Air Allantique board looked at several possibilities for the 
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Classic Flight's fu1ure. One of the options would have been the sale of tho fleet as a whole, either to an individual or a company with 
bright new ideas. But the vendor had very specific wishes: the neet should not fall apart after the sale, and selhng aircraft abroad 
was unthinkable. Collett's nightmare was the sale of the Flight's Meteor NF11 to someone overseas, as had happened to the 
British Meteor VZ467. which is now flying m Australia as VH-MBX. As no serlous buyers showed up the Management team deetded 
to change policy After having looked at the financial figures again it was decided to keep the aircraft themselves and find another 
(more profitable) way of operating them. This will cause several changes to the company. The first of those will be the hmng of a 
new Chief Executive Manager for the Fhght. He (or she) will have to be more than a capable pilot, the manager will atso have 10 be 
an excellent sales(wo)man Step two will be the expansion of the 0yIng acltvilies from this spring both Dragon RapIdes will be 
deployed in Scotland to do local pleasure flying. while one of these aircraft wtll operate from the Old Warden/ Blggtcswade grass 
stnp during the summer Devon G-DHDV will be offered for pleasure flying and corporate charters. One or the DC-6 aircraft will be 
sold, making the other, G-APSA, available for airshow wori< Still equipped with its pollution-control spraying gear and tanks, the 
aircraft would make an ImpressIve 0ytng billboard for those companies who want to sponsor its spraymg demonstrations dunng 
an airshow. The Flight's Chipmunk G-APLO will be available from the Spnng of 2007 to offer aerobatic flying to the general public 
for only £99. But there are different ways to support MCF even without upsetting your stomach dunng such a Chipmunk flight. The 
Classic Flight Club offers advantages to all its members, ranging from the ·Dakota Promota· magazine and 10% flight discount for 
a bronze member, lo a free classic prop flight and 20% off for gold members Plal.inum and Titanium members are even endorsed 
to a Vampire or Meteor Otght. but there is a price to everylhfng. thts would cost you C500 to £900 p.a Bui even If you do not have 
money lo spend. you can contribute to the Flight. On 16 December 2006 the first meeting of the Classic Flight Ground Support Team 
was held The Idea 1s that volunteers offer their time and energy to assist the Fhght dunng their operations. either at the home base 
or elsewhere 

Finding a new home 
Several airports are betng examined as possible new home for the collecllon. Deenethorpe (Northamptonshire) has been 
menboned. as were Kemble and Staverton (both Gloucestershire) and Lee-on Solent (Hampshire) Moving the collection from 
Coventry will not take place before 2008 The maintenance facilities will. however, remain there for the foreseeable future. Once 
there is a definitive choice for a new home for the CF, the return of Shackleton N790WL can be expected. As soon as the Fltght has 
seuted, rt Is hoped that the Civil Aviation Aulhonty will give permission for a one-off flight to its new base Air Allant1que hopes that this 
Shackleton can be kept m tax,able cond11ton and perform fast taxi runs from lime to time. Bui there are more things to look for In the 
future • Air AUant1que has teamed up with Meteor Fhght at Yatesbury m restoring Meteor T 7 G-BWMF (WA951) It Is expected to make 
its nrst flight at the end of 2007 Probably at that same bme the restoralton or Percival Proctor V G-AKIU will be oompleted and 
hopefully make I,ts nrst flight. Apart from these aircraft AJr AUanUque Classic Flight also owns a de Hav1lland Tiger Moth which wtll 
have lo undergo full restoration, and a ditto Hunter T.8 The Identity of the former is until now unknown, while the latter is XE665 II 
Is kepi at Delta Jets, Kemble, where, In 1tme ,twill be fully restored. And wtiat comes next? According to Mike Collett ·we wtll expand 
the night 1f a suitable aircraft needs to be preserved We keep our eyes open for ·orphans· in need of a good home· Whal better 
orphanage can these aircraft get?

Every two years the six Gulf CooperatJon Council (GCC) states 
(United Arab Emirates. Bahrain, Saudi Arabia. Oman, Qatar 
and Kuwait) hold a JOtnt military exercise named Peninsula 
Shield (or Der'e Al-Jazeera In Arab) The GCC was founded on 
25 May 1981 and a year later military cooperation between the 
six states was a fact when the "Peninsula Shield Force• was 
established. This multinational force is headquartered In 
Saudi Arabia and is aimed at defending member states in 
limes or crisis. 

Peninsula Shield can be compared to the Tactical Leadership 
Program (for more information see Up.scramble.nl) and In the 
past there have been exchanges of expenences between the 
two exercises. This year the host country of the eighth 
Peninsula Shield was the Sultanate of Oman. 

This years exerctse was approved during the GCC-summll 
held on 10 December 2006 in Riyadh and is coordinated with 

the United States of America and the United Kingdom. The 
majority of the hardware used by the GCC-members 
originates from the US and UK. Both countries are heavily 
concerned about the emerging nuclear capabilities of Iran 
and have close lies with most of the GCC members 

The exercise commenced on 3 February 2007 and lasted until 
11 February and involved land, sea and air forces from 
Bahrain, Kuwait, Qatar. Saudi Arabia. the United Arab Emirates 
and. of course. Oman. Peninsula Shield 8 was the largest of 
its kmd since Its establishment m 1984 and military top brass 
or the GCC kept a close eye on the developments of the 
exercise 

The bulk of the Oying was concentrated at RAFO Maslrah, 
home of the RAFO Hawk and PC-9 neets. The Hawks were 
heavily Involved In the action and the participants here had the 
role of "defender". The •invaders· were 0ying from RAFO 

Thumra1t, in the south or Oman. 
Thumrait is the main strike base 
and is home to RAFO Jaguar and 
F-16 neets. it was the temporary 
home for Royal Saudi Air Force 
F-15 Eagles. Bell 412's and Kuwait 
Air Force F/A -18 Hornets. 
Furthermore. a dirt strip called Afar 
hosted another instance of the 
"defenders• Afar does not have 
permanenUy based aircraft but 
was home to RAFO AB205 and Su­
per Lynx Mk120 helicopters. It also 
hosted UAE Army AH-64A Apache 
gunships and Kuwait Air Force 
Puma helicopters. Afar acted as a 
forward re-supply base 1n the land­
based forces exercise area.
